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1. Introduction

This document contains a report of the decisions with regard to SA4 matters at TSG-SA#16 held on 10-13 June, 2002. A list of SA4 input documents at TSG-SA#16 is given in Annex A of this document. The SA4 Progress Report to TSG-SA#16 is found in TSG-SA Tdoc SP-020221 (attached to the zip-file). 

Everyone is also invited to read the official (draft) meeting report found in 3GPP FTP-site under TSG-SA#16 folder.  

2. Summary of decisions in SA4 matters

All the documents (all CRs) presented for approval were approved. (Among them were three CRs to TS 26.103 on “Default Codec Type UMTS_AMR2” postponed from TSG-SA#15 to give time to verify in TSG CN (WG1) that no signalling problems exist. This confirmation was given at TSG-SA#16.)

In the future, SA4 was requested to inform T2 directly on any CRs to TS 26.140 (MMS media formats and codecs) to avoid any misalignment in the MMS TSs. 

The lack of progress for TR 26.xyz “Performance characterization of default codecs for PS conversational multimedia applications” was noted. Interested companies are encouraged to start the work; otherwise, the TR will be deleted at TSG-SA#17.
The support of SA4 in favour of the authorisation for IMTC and ISMA to liaise with 3GPP was brought for the information of TSG-SA. Some questions were asked on the activities of these committees, and addresses for their web-pages were provided to TSG-SA for information. Later, the issue was discussed and TSG-SA agreed to support the liaisoning. The authorisation to liaise will be decided at PCG.

3. SA4 progress report 
The SA4 progress report is found in Tdoc SP-020221. 

Some questions were asked on the report, e.g, on: 

· Streaming for Rel-5: Clarification about the status of specifications was requested. SA4 Chairman clarified that all the TSs for that feature are completed and it is only the informative TR on RTP Usage Model for which work remains. 

· Relations of task “definition of QoS parameter values for various media types” to specifications: SA4 Chairman clarified that the outcome will be included in informative annexes of the respective Rel-5 TSs 26.234 and 26.236 for Streaming and Conversational PS applications, respectively. Preliminary versions of the tables are already included in these Rel-5 specifications (approved at TSG-SA#15). 
· IMTC and ISMA activities: It was asked if they are doing only (interoperability) specifications or if they are involved in requirements work also. In the latter case SA1 should be involved in any communication. Http-addresses for both committees were provided for the delegates to find more information and familiarise on the work of these two committees. 

· Plans for Rel-6 Streaming: It was clarified that the initial list of topics for Rel-6 Streaming was prepared for discussion between the WGs and includes issues in the responsibility of other WGs than SA4 (DRM, use of IMS etc). A joint SA1/SA4 meeting is planned at Rome (11th July 2002) on these matters (and a new WID).

· Codecs for MBMS: Need of new codecs (and a new WID) was questioned. SA4 Chairman clarified that it is indeed the intention of SA4 to reuse codecs from MMS and PSS as much as possible. However, it will take some time to consider particular implications of the MBMS system on codecs. Such consideration and related actions may need a WID to justify the work.
4. Specifications

No new TSs or TRs were presented for information or approval.

The lack of progress for TR 26.xyz “Performance characterization of default codecs for PS conversational multimedia applications” was noted. Interested companies are encouraged to start the work; otherwise, the TR will be deleted at TSG-SA#17.

The lack of progress for Exp. 10 of TR 26.976 “AMR-WB Speech Codec Performance Characterisation” was noted. Interested companies are encouraged to contribute and finalise the work; otherwise, the Exp. 10 will be omitted, and the TR will be produced for information (v. 1.0.0) at TSG-SA#17, and for approval (v. 2.0.0) at TSG-SA#18.
5. Change requests

On the CRs in Tdoc SP-020223, TSG-CN Chairman informed TSG-SA that the issue has been checked in CN and no problems remain. Consequently, the CRs were presented for approval at TSG-SA#16 (and were approved).

On the CRs in Tdoc SP-020225 and Tdoc SP-020226, TSG-SA Chairman commented that in the future it would be better for clarity to have the category “A” CRs (“mirror CRs”) in the same Tdoc as the corresponding category “F” CRs. 

On CRs in Tdoc SP-020224, it was asked if T2 had been informed of the CR to ensure alignment within other MMS TSs. SA4 Chairman answered that no LS has been sent to T2 on the CR as the issue was felt quite minor (update of reference to RTP payload). T2 was requested to be informed in the future on any CRs to 26.140 and SA4 Chairman agreed to that.  

6. Other issues (including issues in other WGs/TSGs)

· TSG-RAN matters:

· RAN2 has agreed to start new (beyond Rel-5) work on preparing a TR on “Radio Access Bearers evolution to handle streaming and real time application”. Input from other WGs will be needed for this work (from SA4 “guidance on technical parameters”).

· TSG-GERAN matters:
· changing the radio performance requirements for AMR on GMSK channels (due to possible errors in the original simulator) is still under consideration

· work on 8-PSK channels for AMR is completed (with exception of the final radio performance requirements)
· channel coding for 8-PSK channels to support AMR-WB are under evaluation (
· TR on Optimized speech in the IMS domain is under way)
· changes have been completed to support AMR-WB on GMSK channels taking into account the limitation of modes for speech telephony service
· All CN aspects for AMR-WB feature are completed.

· It was agreed that GTT (Global Text telephony) should be Release Independent, to allow it to be implemented in pre-Rel-5 terminals and networks (starting from Release 97). 
· Functional content of Rel-5 was frozen. (List is given in Tdoc SP-020409.) Few additional items can still become part of Rel-5, if completed by TSG-SA#17.

· New CR cover page (v. 7) was agreed and should be taken in use ASAP.
