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S4-020609: CR 003 rev 1 to TS 26.140 Rel-5, “File format name change from MP4 to 3GP”,

S4-020589: CR 041 rev 2 to TS 26.234 Rel-5, “3GPP file format based on ISO and not MP4”.

1. Overall Description:
SA4 would kindly like to inform T2 that it has issued a CR (attached) to TS 26.140 concerning the reference to the 3GPP file format (3GP) used by MMS for dynamic media. This reflects a CR (also attached) to TS 26.234, defining 3GP.

The reason for this change is that MPEG has recently reorganized the file format specification upon which 3GP is based. In particular, the file format structure (ISO base media file format) has been separated from the conformance of the MPEG-4 file format (MP4). This reorganization has been made in order to accommodate 3GPP, so that 3GPP can refer specifically to the ISO file format structure, while defining the conformance statement for 3GP files in TS 26.234. 

In its CR to 26.234, SA4 has replaced references to the outdated version of the MPEG-4 file format specification with a conformance statement for 3GP files based on the ISO base media file format. Moreover, the CR to 26.234 also includes some editorial changes in order to conform to the ISO specification as well as the separation into ISO and MP4 specifications.

SA4 would like to point out that there are no other impacts on TS 26.140, or other specifications referring to the 3GPP file format, than those included in the attached CR.
