SA4 is in the process of defining selection criteria for a codec to be used for speech enabled services. This is according to the mandate from SA1 to recommend a codec [1].

During this work, open issues were encountered which have serious impact on the requirements to the codec solution to be adopted. SA4 kindly seeks guidance from SA1 on the following questions:

1. Is it necessary for legal reasons to open the possibility to reconstruct the speech at the speech recognition back end?

2. What assumptions should be made on the speech recognition engines to be used on the back end?
It is the understanding of SA4 that the service provider is free to use any possible speech recognition technology. However, this implies that, in reality, the speech recognizer used when speech is transmitted to the server would be different from the recognizer used when adopting the DSR optimized codec.
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
