3GPP TSG-SA WG4 (SA4) thanks ITU-T Study Group 16 on Liaison requesting input for “Media Coding Summary Database” project. SA4 has reviewed the media coding summary database on the request of ITU-T SG 16. SA4 proposes that the following codecs (under the responsibility of 3GPP) would be included in the tables:

· AMR (Adaptive Multi-Rate) speech codec

· EFR (Enhanced Full-Rate) speech codec
· FR (Full-Rate) speech codec
· HR (Half-Rate) speech codec
The EFR, FR and HR codecs are defined for the GSM system, including evolved GSM EDGE Radio Acesss Network (GERAN). The AMR codec - like the AMR-WB codec - is defined for both GSM/GERAN and 3G WCDMA. All these codecs can be applied for general use and should be included in the media coding summary database. 

An updated spreadsheet is attached, with the proposed additions highlighted using red colour. 

Also, some minor corrections are proposed (for G.722.2). These are marked with “->”. Question marks (?) indicate that SA4 was unsure of ITU-T interpretation of scalable bit-rate; if the ability to change bitrate like in AMR and AMR-WB fulfils the definition as it seems.
SA4 kindly asks ITU-T Study Group 16 to consider the proposed updates.
