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1. Introduction

This document contains a report of the decisions with regard to SA4 matters at TSG-SA#19 (held on 17-20 March, 2003, in Birmingham, UK). A complete list of SA4 input documents at TSG-SA#19 is given in Annex A. The SA4 Progress Report to TSG-SA#19 is found in TSG-SA Tdoc SP-030081 (attached to the zip-file of this document). 

Everyone is invited to read the official (draft) TSG-SA#19 meeting report to be made available in 3GPP FTP-site under TSG-SA#19 folder.
2. Summary of decisions

· The updated (Rel-6) WID on AMR-WB extension for high audio quality (with clarified objectives) was approved.

· The updated (Rel-6) WID on Enhanced Tandem Free Operation was not presented for approval since (as a consequence of SA2 eTFO study report) work on TFO enhancements was decided to be started in SA2, under WID to be prepared later during TSG-SA#19 (in Tdoc SP-030184). The final decision at TSG-SA#19 Plenary was that SP-030082 was rejected, and SP-030184 was WITHDRAWN; SA2 was requested to allocate enough time at next meetings to further discuss all the TFO/TrFO implications and possible solutions.
· On PSS/MMS Rel-6 audio codecs, it was decided that all codec candidates (already in standards or new codecs) will be considered under the PSS Rel-6 WID without a new WID required. The deadline for declaration of intent to present a candidate (for AMR-WB+ as well as for all candidates) is 31st March 2003 by midnight (CET).
·  (Candidates to be indicated on the SA4 reflector by the deadline.)

· All CRs from SA4 were approved.

3. SA4 Work progress

SA4 work progress was presented to TSG-SA (SA4 Status report in Tdoc SP-030081). The following questions/comments were given in the discussion.
3.1
Performance characterisation of default codecs for PS conversational multimedia applications

A question was raised on whether to include IPv6 (which is mandatory for IMS Release 5) in the conversational characterisation tests. SQ SWG Chairman pointed out that the opportunity to include IPv6 in the testing was already requested via E-mail as an output from the discussions in TSG-RAN (and TSG CN).
3.2
Rel-6 audio codec issues (PSS/MMS)

TSG-SA Chairman stated that the codec candidate presented in Tdoc SP-030169 (candidate codec from Dolby Laboratories Inc.) would be included in the competition without the need of a separate WID and its approval (i.e. the work is already covered by the PSS Rel-6 WID). TSG-SA Chairman asked to fix the deadlines for the competition (deadline to express the willingness to produce a candidate and deadline for the documentation); then SA4 will present the new work plan at next meeting.

Oliver Kunz (Coding Technologies) pointed out the need of a WID as concluded by SA4. TSG-SA Chairman stated again his proposal. Dolby supported Chairman's proposal. J-F Labal (NEC) stated that SA4 should only focus on standardised solutions and should not start a competition to select a new competitor. TSG-SA Chairman stated that no further delay would be implied on considering new codec proposals, looking at the current time scale. Oliver Kunz pointed out the difficulty for SA4 to include a further candidate and evaluate its documentation (e.g. a set of draft specifications). Orange expressed concern for the proposal to open such competition, but TSG-SA Chairman stated that the principle of open competition should be followed, and stated that the deadline for declaration of intent to present a candidate (for AMR-WB+ as well as for all candidates) is 31st March 2003 by midnight (CET).
This decision was agreed at TSG SA#19 Plenary meeting; at next TSG-SA#20 meeting the (finalised) project documents, the list of candidates, and the work plan will be presented by SA4.

Tdoc SP-030169 was WITHDRAWN. Dolby declared their intention to provide a candidate.

4. New/updated WIDs 

4.1 Updated WID on Enhanced Tandem Free Operation (Rel-6) 

As a consequence of eTFO study report from SA2, work on TFO enhancements was decided to be started in SA2, under WID to be prepared later during TSG-SA#19 in Tdoc SP-030184. Therefore, the updated (Rel-6) WID on Enhanced Tandem Free Operation from SA4 (in Tdoc SP-030082) was not presented for approval. The final decision at TSG-SA#19 Plenary was that Tdoc SP-030082 was rejected, and Tdoc SP-030184 was WITHDRAWN; SA2 was requested to allocate enough time at next meetings to further discuss all the TFO/TrFO implications and possible solutions.

4.2 Updated WID on AMR-WB extension for high audio quality (Rel-6)

Work Item Description on AMR-WB extension for high audio quality was approved at TSG-SA#18, but SA4 was asked to bring an updated version with clarified objectives to the next TSG-SA meeting. The updated WID was now presented (in Tdoc SP‑030083) and was approved by TSG-SA. There were no questions.

· OMA related work: All TSG-SA WGs were asked to check their ongoing WIs and identify any work in their WG related to work in OMA and to report the situation to TSG-SA in order that TSG-SA can decide on what additional co-ordination mechanism needs to be put in place. It was requested to provide information in advance of the next TSG-SA meeting. (Mr. K. Holley agreed to collate all inputs received from the WGs to input to the next TSG-SA meeting.)
· CR to TS 22.223 PSS Stage 1 (Rel-6) on “PSS charging information” was approved in Tdoc SP‑030029.

· CR to TS 22.243 SES Stage 1 (Rel-6) on “Correction of contradictory information (former: 'Removal of references')" was approved in Tdoc SP‑030031.
