Overall Description
SA2 would like RAN1, RAN2, GERAN1, GERAN2 and SA4 to consider the minimum UE requirements for supporting MBMS.   

Some requirements are given on UE capability for supporting MBMS in 23.246. However, we also need to specify minimum bearer capabilities to allow UEs to receive common download and streaming service in broadcast/multicast manner, such as the minimum numbers of timeslot downlink (e.g. 1,2,3 or 4), Codec (WB-AMR/EFR/NB-AMR), Buffer memory capability, etc.. In order for the MBMS to be of use, it is important that UEs have similar characteristics (at least for the same MBMS service). For example there is no point in there being 8 mobiles wishing to receive the same media stream being split into 8 incompatible subgroups. 

In order to ensure that UE can receive the minimum data rate for broadcast/multicast service, such as download, streaming, UEs need to have compatible capabilities for supporting multicast service, for example, , selected radio bearers in the latest 25.993 for UE capability. And the UE capabilities may need to be sent to network to verify with the MBMS service characteristics. Also MBMS may offer the same content with different QoS (different MBMS services) to offer for example basic services (supported by all UEs with basic capabilities) and premium services (supported by UEs with higher capabilities).  

MBMS stage 1 (3GPP TS 22.146) annex A list typical bitrates and applications for MBMS.

2. Actions 

To RAN1, RAN2, GERAN1, GERAN2

SA2 would like RAN1, RAN2, GERAN1 and GERAN2 to identify from RAN viewpoint which MBMS capabilities a UE could support in minimum for broadcast/multicast services, e.g. GPRS MS Class as defined in TS 45.002 or radio bearers described in TR 25.993.
To SA4

SA2 would like SA4 to identify from their viewpoint which MBMS capabilities a UE could support in minimum for broadcast/multicast services, e.g. specific Codecs.
