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Introduction

At the last SA4 meeting in Berlin the content of S4-030181 was approved by the PSM SWG as a working assumption for extending the scope of 3GP (file identification and server extensions). With this contribution we provide draft text for the specifications as requested by the PSM SWG.

Proposal

We propose to include the draft specification texts below in the Release-6 versions of TSs 26.244, 26.234 and 26.140.

Changes to specifications

· TS 26.244: “PSS; 3GPP file format (3GP)” Release 6 V0.1.4 (S4-030343)

Chapter 5 has been re-written and contains the conformance statements for 3GP files and two profiles “Basic” and “Streaming server”. If needed, it will be straightforward to extend the profile list for future profiles. The server extensions are defined in chapter 7. (Chapter 7 has been moved to chapter 8). There are also some minor changes in chapter 4.

Some minor alterations have been made to the proposal in S4-030181 that reflect the discussions in Berlin. In particular we have included a new box (Track Selection box) that guides the server/player in distinguishing tracks within alternate groups. 

The name selection group has been changed to alternate group (which groups alternative tracks) and switch groups have been moved to the new Track Selection box. This reflects the views of MPEG in LS S4-030270 in response to our LS S4-030196 sent in Berlin. The changes only concern syntax and will ensure that 3GP files are fully interoperable with other ISO-derived file formats including the carriage of H.264 | MPEG-4 AVC in 3GP files. There are no semantic changes.

A new draft of 26.244 including all (tracked) changes is attached.

· TS 26.234: “PSS; Protocols and codecs” Release 6 V0.2.2 (S4-030338)

Chapter 7 has been appended with a note on 3GP files. The changes are:

7.9 Timed text

If timed text is supported, PSS clients shall support [51]. Timed text shall be contained in 3GP files using Basic profile. There is no support for RTP transport of timed text in this release; 3GP files containing timed text may only be downloaded. 

NOTE: 
When a PSS client supports timed text it needs to be able to receive and parse 3GP files containing the text streams. This does not imply a requirement on PSS clients to be able to render other continuous media types contained in 3GP files, e.g. AMR and H.263, if such media types are included in a presentation together with timed text. Audio and video are instead streamed to the client using RTSP/RTP (see clause 6.2).

3GPP file format

3GP files [50] can be used by both PSS clients and PSS servers. The following profiles are used:

Basic profile shall be supported by PSS clients if timed text is supported;

Streaming server profile should be supported by PSS servers.

· TS 26.140: “MMS; Media formats and codecs” Release 6 V0.0.1 (S4-030099)
Chapter 4.9 has changed as follows:

4.9
File Format for dynamic media
To ensure interoperability for the transport of video and associated speech/audio and timed text in an MM, the 3GPP file format with Basic profile shall be supported.

The usage of the 3GPP file format shall follow the technical specifications and the implementation guidelines specified in TS 26.244 [33]. 

NOTE: 
When using speech media type alone, AMR or AMR-WB data is stored according to the file format specified in [32].
