Summary

This document proposes the content of an agreement for the shared funding of the evaluations to be performed as part of the test and processing plan for default codec evaluation for Speech Enabled Services.
Information to address the following points requested by ETSI is covered in this document:

1) At least a clear sentence (or, even better, a comprehensive document) has to be agreed at next SA4#26 Plenary, and the agreement recorded in the SA4#26 Report, about the Scope and Terms of the contract between ETSI and the involved external Companies; 

2) The Contractual Terms will include the exact quantification of the total amount of money to be collected by ETSI, to be funded by the SES competitors, and to be spent by ETSI for the purchase of the needed (external to the volunteering evaluators) data base(s) for the SES exercise; 

3) The Contractual Terms will include the names and the exact individual contributions of the Companies funding this action, as well as the cost of each needed data base, and the co-ordinates of the individual Companies who are "vendors" of the data base(s); at least one delegate, representing at SA4#26 meeting a possible funding Company, should be entitled to confirm whether his/her Company is ready to contribute to the SES funding of databases.

4) The Contractual Terms will imply that ETSI, once received the total funding, will set the order and provide the payment of the purchased database(s), to be licensed to IBM and SpeechWorks for the SES evaluation exercise; it is envisaged that while ETSI would organise for the payment for the databases, IBM and SpeechWorks would sign the license agreements allowing them to use the databases and agreeing to the usual restrictions contained in them.

5) A Technical Annex to the Contract(s) will be needed (e.g. the approved Test and Processing Plan, or at least a document restricted to the use of the purchased databases and the expected output from the evaluating Companies, IBM and SpeechWorks); 

6) The agreement at SA4#26 level will need an approval at TSG SA level (by correspondence, avoiding to wait for next SA Plenary).

Scope and terms of contract
3GPP SA4 wishes to evaluate performance of the codecs proposed for speech enabled services. The proposed codecs consist of AMR and AMR-WB proposed by Nokia and Ericsson and the DSR Advanced Front-end and its extension proposed by Motorola, Alcatel and France Telecom. The method of evaluation is documented in the Test and Processing Plan and includes the measurement of recognition performance on a set of databases supplied but 3GPP to the ASR vendors, SpeechWorks and IBM, who will conduct these tests and report the results of their evaluations to 3GPP SA4. Accordingly the five companies proposing the candidate codecs (Alcatel, Ericsson, France Telecom, Nokia and Motorola) agree to share the cost of the purchase of the agreed set of public domain speech databases listed below and supply these databases to the ASR vendors for them to perform the tests.
