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1 Overall Description

3GPP SA4 has become aware, and notes with pleasure, that 3GPP2 is considering use of the 3GPP Timed Text format in their specifications.  We believe that this sharing of common specifications is in the interests of both bodies, and the industry in general, and we welcome it.

We note that the ITU-T specification (a) contains a copy of the 3GPP specification and (b) extends it with a new box (atom) for ‘text wrap’.  

We have recently separated the Timed Text specification into its own document, and it is now 26.245 in Release 6.  The specification also contains the requirement that unrecognized modifier boxes (atoms) in the sample should be ignored.

We are concerned with the potential for divergence that the copying of text involves, and would like to know if you are willing to consider referring to our specification, rather than copying it.  We believe that our clear definition of extension behavior, and the separation of the specification into its own document, make this easier.  Note also that 3GPP documents are publicly accessible.

2 Actions

We would like to understand whether you are willing to refer to, rather than copy, our specification 26.245.
