TD S4-030614 LS on Optimisation of Voice over IMS, from TSG SA WG2, asked SA4 to provide feedback on proposals (a) and (b), i.e. 

a) Removal of RTCP flow for point to point voice calls (see attached contribution S2-033136)

This proposal uses the SDP bandwidth modifier (RFC 3556) to indicate at session invitation that RTCP packets are not to be sent, by setting the RS and RR values to zero for point to point voice calls. If the receiving UA does not support the bandwidth modifier then the media descriptions containing these fields will be discarded, a call set up proceeds using RTCP. A mechanism is proposed to cater for the situation where the end user introduces a conference bridge, so that RTCP is allowed to be used again to control conference features. 

b) Frame Stealing with Voice Activity Detection (VAD) (see attached contribution S2-033127).

Within this proposal RTCP and RTP are on the same PDP context. RTCP frames shall be queued until silence period is detected whereupon the queued RTCP will be transmitted. Such frame stealing functionality (along with voice activity detection) would require the definition of a new layer between RTP and UDP layers. Such a solution would involve;

·
Buffering of the RTCP packet;

·
Silence periods identification via Frame Type field of received RTP packets;

·
RTCP transmission during silence periods;

Conclusion: the reply to SA2 was POSTPONED until the SA4#29 meeting in November 2003. The PSM SWG was tasked to draft a reply to SA2 in TD S4-030828 (POSTPONED). See A.I. 10.

Comments: the Chairman Audio ad-hoc pointed out that the scope of the Work Item is related to Audio services and the PSM SWG Chairman pointed out that the selection phase distinguishes between High rate and Low rate selection for MMS and PSS. Mr. D. Singer supported the request from DoCoMo to minimise the number of codecs. In general there was consensus that, provided the range of applications is covered, as few as possible codecs should be specified.

Nokia proposed that IBM would generate the DSR tonal language recognition results with and without the extended DSR front-end. The overall figure-of-the-merit DSR score would be based on the results achieved using the advanced DSR front-end without extensions. The results utilizing the extended DSR codec would be informative.

Comments: Motorola disagreed both with the background content of the document and with the proposal. Alcatel asked what additional information would be gained.

Conclusion: the Chairman proposed in the end no futher action would be taken.
Mr. D. Pearce presented TD S4-030840 Background on the ETSI DSR extension standard & SES Submission software, from Motorola. This document was produced in response to TD S4-030744 that discussed the SES candidate codec submission procedure. Motorola stated that, as specified in the “SES test and processing plan” (S4-030543), the code executable used for the 3GPP evaluations by the ASR vendors is the reference fixed-point implementation of the ETSI DSR standard specifications using the ETSI basic-ops library. If selected, then this fixed point implementation will become the standardized reference fixed-point software in 3GPP. The equivalence between the floating-point and fixed-point implementations can be confirmed through ASR performance experiments (within experimental error). It can also be checked by inspection of the source code that the software implements the same algorithm as in the ETSI specification for ES 202 212.

Comments: Mr. B. Szelazek expressed his surprise for this kind of discussion.
TD S4-030708 Complexity assessment of SES candidate codecs and justification of having met the design constraints, from Nokia, was approved as a Deliverable for the SES exercise.
