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1 Overview

For narrow-band speech in MMS, 3GPP 26.140 requires support for the AMR codec, and 3GPP2 TSG-C also allows AMR (in addition to 13k).  However, no procedure for selection of an AMR mode is specified by either group.  AMR modes are most useful in adapting to radio conditions, which is not applicable to MMS, as MMS is a non-real-time, store-and-forward service.

2 Proposal

Voice messaging is expected to become an important application of MMS. As the MM content classes defined by OMA have size restrictions of Multi-media Messages (30 kByte, 100 kByte, 300 kByte ...), the selection of an AMR mode directly impacts the maximum length of a voice attachment in an MM.

3 Requested Action(s)

OMA MMSG kindly asks SA4 and TSG-C:

· To select or recommend an AMR mode for speech attachments in MMS

· To consider whether such a selection/recommendation could be made in 3GPP and 3GPP2 specifications

· To address AMR mode selection in general for applications such as MMS (where data transfer is typically error free).
