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1 Introduction

This contribution proposes a clarification on the Location Information Box, one of the asset information boxes specified in the 3GPP file format specification. 

In some application scenarios, due to the absence of Global Positioning System (GPS) equipment, the media recorder has to include only simple location information excluding the three GPS coordinates parameters. To allow this, we propose some clarification texts on the semantics of the Location Information Box.  

2 Proposed Clarification Text

The proposed changes are as follows, as shown by the highlighted texts.

Longitude:  fixed-point 16.16 number indicating the longitude in degrees. Negative values represent western longitude. A value of Longitude that is smaller than –180 or larger than 180 indicates that the GPS coordinates (Longitude, Latitude, Altitude) are unspecified.
Latitude:  fixed-point 16.16 number indicating the latitude in degrees. Negative values represent southern latitude. A value of Latitude that is smaller than –90 or larger than 90 indicates that the GPS coordinates (Longitude, Latitude, Altitude) are unspecified.
Altitude:  fixed-point 16.16 number indicating the altitude in meters. The reference altitude, indicated by zero, is set to the sea level. Valid only when the value of Longitude is not smaller than –180 and not larger than 180, and the value of Latitude is not smaller than –90 and not larger than 90.
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
