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1 Overview

This liaison statement (LS) is sent from Open Mobile Alliance Download+DRM group (OMA DLDRM) to 3GPP SA4 in reply to the liaison statement S4-040122.

It informs SA4 that DLDRM has received and noted the information given in the liaison statement. OMA DLDRM appreciates the progress and the continued cooperation. OMA DLDRM also informs 3GPP SA4 about the status of referencing specifications 26.234 and 26.244 from OMA specifications.

2 Proposal

OMA DLDRM thanks 3GPP SA4 for the ongoing good cooperation and information exchange, and in particular for the recent answer to OMA request on placing the 3GPP specifications under formal change control.

OMA DLDRM would like to convey the following message to SA4:

· DLDRM sees placing the 26.244 specification under formal change control as a sign of SA4 view that the specification is stable and no major changes are expected

· DLRDM intends to reference the 3GPP 26.244 specification normatively from OMA specifications related to the file format support and overall system architecture

· DLDRM understands that the 26.234 specification is not as stable and thus not placed under change control before the next meeting in May

· DLDRM intends to initially reference the 3GPP 26.234 specification informatively in sections dealing with streaming protocols. We will reassess referencing 26.234 once it is finalized.

· DLRDM is finalizing the DRM 2.0 specifications in April, and would appreciate continued status updates on progress or changes to the 3GPP specifications in question.

In addition, DLDRM would like to raise the issue of signalling integrity protection keys for PSS streams. 

· OMA DLDRM has decided that signalling integrity protection information for streams, including any keys used, falls outside the OMA DRM 2.0 scope. OMA DRM 2.0 key management infrastructure may be used for key handling, but transport of the keys should also support integrity protecting non-DRM content. This issue is something SA4 might want to address in its specifications.

3 Requested Action(s)

We kindly request 3GPP SA4 to note the information contained in this LS. We also welcome further exchange of information, especially related to any major changes to the specifications in question or their approval status.
