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1. Overall Description:

SA4 recommends using RTCP in clients that support the PS Conversational Multimedia Applications. RTCP is required for instance to synchronise multiple media streams, and in multiparty RTP sessions. However, for a point to point voice only service, RTCP is not always required.

For a point to point voice only service, SA4 recommends that clients should not use RTCP. This will avoid impacting voice quality due to RTCP stealing the RTP packets transporting the speech payload.

This is done by clients requesting from RTP senders not to send RTCP. The required signalling uses the SDP bandwidth modifier in RFC 3556, and may therefore be understood also by non 3GPP endpoints.

A detailed description of RTCP usage for the point to point voice service can be found in the agreed CR contained in S4-040345 attached to this liaison.
