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The intention of this contribution is to list the features, which need to be finalised to complete MBMS in release 6. Some of the listed work has already started but the stage 3 implementation need to be finished within 2005. 

Feature list to complete MBMS in Release 6

· sdp for the MBMS download delivery method (FLUTE)

· FEC coding and instance identifiers (depending on the chosen FEC scheme)

· Multicast or Broadcast Mode differentiator (As agreed during PSM ad-hoc #6). Further, to activate the MBMS broadcast mode, the TMGI value need to be part of the session or service description 

· FEC Encoding ID and Instance ID should be registered with the IANA

· sdp for MBMS streaming delivery method (RTP/RTCP)

· Create MBMS specific SDP “profile” (which SDP items are supported and which items are not supported)

· Use SDP items as specified in TS 26.234 (PSS TS) and RFC 2327 (SDP) as basis

· Multicast or Broadcast Mode differentiator (As agreed during PSM ad-hoc #6) Further, to activate the MBMS broadcast mode, the TMGI value need to be part of the session or service description

· FEC Encoding ID and Instance ID should be registered with the IANA

· Security

· Security architecture 

· Specification of security description metadata (See S4-AHP175 “LS on MBMS Security finalization”)

· http procedure to request keys or key-updates (See S4-AHP175 “LS on MBMS Security finalization”)

· New feature: Specify Key-Request procedure for MBMS download based services as post delivery procedure (controlled key request after the MBMS download delivery phase)

· Reception Reporting 

· Extension of associated delivery procedures 

· Reports for MBMS streaming and for MBMS Download 

· Optimizing (combining reports of different delivery methods)

· Point-to-multipoint repair (to be finalized)

· User Service Description metadata 

· Combination of several Delivery Methods, associated delivery methods and security to MBMS User Services

· Specification of security description metadata (See S4-AHP175 “LS on MBMS Security finalization”)

· SA3 is currently assuming, that service announcement is only send via point-to-point bearers. SA4 TS might include additions, to secure the service announcements via the MBMS bearer. 

· Codecs

· FEC

· Streaming: Video, Audio, Timed Text

· Download: Mandate codecs per media type. When the different services are defined (in OMA?) they pick the media types needed.
