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1. Overall Description:

SA2 kindly thanks RAN2 for their LS on AMR multi-rate operation of VoIMS. 

The response to RAN2 questions are included below:

RAN2 Q1. 
Is it possible for the SGSN to inform the RNC about the IP version when a VoIMS RAB is established? Note that the IP version will have an impact on the optimal MAC transport block sizes.

Response: 
It is SA2s understanding that the PDP type is provided to the RNC in the RAB assignment request as specified in TS 25.413.

RAN2 Q2: 
In case multiple codecs / rates will be used in VoIMS, is it possible for the SGSN to inform the RNC about the codecs / rates that will be used by VoIMS at RAB establishment?

Response:
According to the current procedures, neither the SGSN nor the RNC is informed about the codecs and codec modes that will be used for VoIMS at the RAB establishment and PDP context activation request. Nevertheless, SA2 studied some enhancements to the current procedures to provide RAN with such information to allow it to perform radio optimization such as UEP for VoIP. Some solutions were reported in TR 21.877, work on this TR is currently stopped without decision on a preferred solution.

2. Actions:

To RAN2 and SA4.

ACTION:  SA2 kindly asks RAN2 to note the responses. In addition, SA2 is curious to know how DTX for VoIMS is planned to operate. Specifically, SA2 wonder what prevents the continuous radio transmission of ‘comfort noise’ during a ‘silence period’. Feedback from RAN2 and/or SA 4 would be appreciated.
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
