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1. Introduction

The 3GPP SWG SA#4 has agreed as a working assumption that Forward Error Correction is needed for MBMS services for both file download and streaming applications. Of the various Forward Error Correction codes, we believe that Systematic Raptor codes, as proposed in S4-050033, represents the best technical solution for the following reasons:

· The Raptor codes allow the use of network resources to be minimized across a wide range of use-cases which have been identified as applicable for MBMS.

· The computational complexity of the Raptor codes is very low.

· The flexibility of the Raptor codes allows for simple engineering rules and system design for a wide variety of present and future services and provides adaptability to network conditions which are not fully known at system design time.
2. Proposal

We propose that Systematic Raptor codes as described in S4-050033 be adopted as the FEC code for both MBMS download and streaming delivery methods. 
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
