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1 Summary
This documents attempts to define a procedure to clarify the position of different companies on the MBMS video codec selection. The goal is to identify open issues to be resolved.
2 Discussion
At the end of the discussion at SA#33 plenary meeting, the working assumption on the MBMS video codec selection is as follows:

· H.264 (AVC) Baseline Profile Level 1b decoder with constraint_set1_flag=1 should be supported;

· H.263 baseline profile Level45 may be supported.
No specification has been included into TS26.345 yet. To identify the open issues on the MBMS video codec for Release 6, participating companies should state their opinion on the following questions:

· In addition to the working assumption, are additional requirements or recommendations beneficial?

· In addition to the working assumption, are additional permissions beneficial?

· In addition to the working assumption, are additional minimum requirements necessary to make any codec mandatory?
