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Introduction

The Windowed NSRP (WNSRP) is a proposal to shorten call setup times for H.324 calls. WNSRP works similarly to NSRP, but adds a window for the responses that reduces the amount of round trips needed for H.245 messages. It can be used in 3GPP 3G.324M for the same purpose of shortening 3G mobile video telephony calls. 

A key success factor of WNSRP is to make sure it is fully interoperable with all handsets vendors. Feedback indicated there may be some difficulties with the original proposal and modifications were required. At 3GPP SA4#33 meeting in Helsinki, it was agreed that in view of the impact to the market of potential interoperability problems, TSG SA WG4 kindly requested ITU-T Q.1/16 to postpone the decision to adopt WNSRP until the next meeting of ITU-T Q.1/16 [1]. This gave manufacturers of 3G-terminals more time to investigate the interoperability problems caused by the original WNSRP proposal.

The source companies considered the issue and this document contains the proposed way forward. It consists of amendments to the original WNSRP proposal. The amendments in question can be found in the attached document. The modifications are highlighted with revision marks. These amendments have been extensively tested and the source companies are confident that no interoperability problems would occur if ITU adopted this proposal.

Proposal
We propose that SA4 endorses an immediate communication to ITU-T Q.1/16 proposing the attached amendments to WNSRP. NEC is volunteering to draft such a communication, if SA4 agrees to the conclusions expressed in this document. 
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
