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1 Introduction
This document includes test conditions for video codec performance in MMS/PSS services. It is assumed that for these services operate virtually error-free and therefore only encoder performance is tested. The document refers to the video adhoc group data base, for further explanations and details it is suggested to read the information there.
Note: This initial draft is not considered to include final parameters. It is mainly intended to verify the working process. Based on the experience working with these draft test conditions the parameter space and the exact test conditions will be defined in an iterative manner.

However, it is proposed to use the presented draft test conditions to verify the working methodology and to obtain initial indications on appropriate parameter settings.
2 Test Sequences and Frame Rates
The following test sequences shall be used for the tests:
· 3GPP SA4 Test Sequence 1: Stunt
· 3GPP SA4 Test Sequence 2: Walk
· 3GPP SA4 Test Sequence 5: Little Bugs
· 3GPP SA4 Test Sequence 6: Large Bugs

· 3GPP SA4 Test Sequence 7: Little Car
· 3GPP SA4 Test Sequence 8: Large Car

· 3GPP SA4 Test Sequence 9: Africa

The encoder should choose appropriate constant frame rate (CFR). 
It might be useful to fix the frame rate as soon as we have sufficient information.
3 Bitrates
The following bitrates should be used:
· 32 kbit/s

· 64 kbit/s

· 96 kbit/s

· 128 kbit/s

· 192 kbit/s

· 256 kbit/s

The bitrate refers to an NAL unit stream.
