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IMTC PSS-AG would like to thank 3GPP SA4 for the recent communication about proposed changes to the Target-Time parameter used in 3GPP Release-6 rate adaptation.  PSS-AG agrees that the previous definition of Target-Time in TS 26.234 did not make it sufficiently clear what the target time signaling should be used for, and in particular it was not clear whether the presence of Target-Time imposed any specific requirements or actions on the streaming server or client.  We thus agree that some clarification regarding the definition of Target-Time is necessary to avoid interoperability issues.

As a specific action, 3GPP SA4 requested that PSS-AG review the changes proposed in  S4-050801.  We have thus circulated the document, and PSS-AG member companies have had ample time to review the changes.  The proposed changes were endorsed by several companies, and no objections were raised during the review period.

For this reason, PSS-AG finds the proposed changes to be acceptable, and we look forward to seeing an approved CR at the upcoming SA4 meeting in Rennes.
