Introduction

This document contains a report of the main decisions with regard to SA4 matters at TSG SA#31 (held on 13-16 March, 2006, in Sanya, Hainan, P. R. China). Annex A lists the documents on SA4 matters and their status (noted, approved, revised, rejected, postponed).

Summary

All documents presented for approval from SA4 were approved as such except the following three which were revised during SA#31 and the revised versions were then approved: 
· In Tdoc SP-060011, containing CRs to TS 26.235 and TS 26.236 on “Update of a RFC on real time text" (Release 7), the reference “Replaced by [ ]” was changed to “void” to be consistent with the practice in other specifications (and also the font of “s used for IETF RFC 4060 was corrected). The revised CRs in Tdoc SP-060219 were approved. 
· In Tdoc SP-060006, containing proposed new WID on "IMS Multimedia Telephony; media handling and interaction" (Release 7), the specific references to Rel-7 in the objectives-section were removed. Also, the WI was made a building block of SA1 WI on “Multimedia Telephony Service for IMS” (approved at SA#31). With these changes the revised WID in Tdoc SP-060225 was approved. SA1 and SA4 were tasked to check that these two WIDs are aligned. 
· In Tdoc SP-060007, containing proposed revised WID "Optimizations for Multimedia Telephony over IMS" (Release 7), the square brackets around “3” were removed, as “3” gave their support for the revised WID at SA#31. The revised WID in Tdoc SP-060226 was approved. 
3. 
Outcome in SA4 matters

3.1
 SA4 report  
The SA4 status report was presented by SA4 Chairman. The report is attached for information (Tdoc SP-060003). 

Slide 23: 
On MBMS User Service Extensions work, Kevin Holley (from O2) asked if there is any effort foreseen to align the capabilities developed by OMA and 3GPP on MBMS User Extensions. SA4 Chairman explained that alignment with OMA BCAST, where appropriate, is one specific objective of the work (stated in the objectives of the WID) and hence such effort is foreseen. SA4 was encouraged to check the alignment and co-ordinate with the work of OMA on their MBMS work. Hashem Maladi (from “3”) asked SA to inform OMA about this SA4 activity on MBMS User Extensions. A proposed LS on this was presented in Tdoc SP-060202. This was revised into Tdoc SP-060227 which was approved.
Tdoc SP-060003 was noted.

3.2
Change Requests 
All the CRs were approved except those in SP-060011 (“CRs to TS 26.235 & TS 26.236 on Update of a RFC on real time text" (Release 7)). Andrew Howell (from Motorola) requested the reference “Replaced by [ ]” to be changed to “void” to be consistent with practice in other specifications. Nigel Barnes (from Motorola) asked to correct the font of  “s used for  IETF RFC 4060. The revised CRs in Tdoc SP-060219 were then approved. 
3.3 Specifications 

New TRs 26.946 "Multimedia Broadcast/Multicast Service; MBMS User Service Guidelines" Version 2.0.0 (Release 6) and 26.914: "Multimedia Telephony over IMS; Optimization opportunities" Version 2.0.0 (Release 7) in Tdocs SP-060004 and SP-060005 were approved. 
Ian Doig (Motorola) pointed out a spelling mistake in the first bullet point of clause 5.1 of TR 26.914, i.e., “3GPP TS 43.348 [7]” should actually be “3GPP TS 43.318 [7]”. The document SP-060005 was not modified, but the SA4 Secretary will implement the new specification taking into account the requested correction.
3.4 New WIDs 
3.4.1 Proposed new WID on "IMS Multimedia Telephony; media handling and interaction" (Release 7) in Tdoc SP-060006 
A question was raised on whether the optimization areas listed in TR 26.914 are feasible for the proposed new work. SA4 Chairman answered that the optimisation areas identified in TR 26.914 will be considered for the new work; the new WID is a consequence of the SA4 work for TR 26.914. 
With regard to optimizations of PoC (video) services (developed by OMA), Hashem Maladi (from “3”) asked to identify use cases and commonalities to avoid work overlap. This was felt to be mostly an SA1 issue and to be handled there. 
A. Allen (from RIM) and the SA Chairman proposed the WI to be a Building Block rather than a Feature, and to be located under SA1 Feature-level WI on “Multimedia Telephony Service for IMS”. (The WID of this SA1 WI in Tdoc SP-060038 was revised into Tdoc SP-060224 and was then approved at SA#31.)
Furthermore, it was noted that the objectives mentions Releases which should normally be avoided in WIDs. The specific references to Rel-7 in the WID objectives-section were requested to be removed. 

With these above changes the revised SA4 WID in Tdoc SP-060225 was approved. SA1 and SA4 were further tasked to check that these WIDs are aligned. 
3.4.2 Revised WID "Optimizations for Multimedia Telephony over IMS" (Release 7) in Tdoc SP-060007 
Hashem Maladi (from "3") asked to include "3" as a supporting company i.e. to remove the square brackets around “3” in the list of supporting companies.

Balazs Bertenyi (from Nokia) asked if the WID should be a Study Item since, after the proposed revisions, there would be no normative output specifications. SA4 Chairman responded that this WID has a building block WI on characterisation of adaptive jitter management performance for VoIP services. Although leading into a TR, this characterisation work is not a study item (for possible further work) and hence also the feature level WI should be considered as a Feature. 

Mikko Kanerva (from Nokia) pointed out that this WI was already a Feature and not a Study Item, even though the revisions under “Classification of the WI“ indicate otherwise. 

The revised WID version (square brackets removed around “3” as the only change) in Tdoc SP-060226 was approved. 
4.
Other issues of interest to SA4
· Tdoc SP-060191 “LS on characteristics of applications in terms of data loss (RP-060208)” from TSG-RAN to SA1 and SA4 (Cc: SA2, RAN2, RAN3, SA) asks guidance on characteristics of applications in terms of data loss. Chris Sachno (NTT DoCoMo) commented that there were already some general performance requirements in the Stage 1 TSs. SA1 and SA4 were requested to study the issue. This LS was noted.
· Tdoc SP-060232 (Work Plan), about the WI "End-to-End Multimedia Services Performance Metrics": SA4 Chairman reported that there had been no discussion in SA4 since this WI was created. TSG SA asked SA4 to check and report whether this WI is needed to the next TSG SA meeting. (Supporting Companies for this WI are: 3, Thomson, Qualcomm Europe S.A.R.L, Siemens, Lucent Technologies, Rapporteur from China Mobile.) 
· About Release 7 completion date: Stage 2 is targeted to be completed by June 2006. It was felt premature to set a target Stage 3 completion date at this SA meeting. The list of Features for which the Stage 2 will not be completed by June 2006 will be reported at TSG#32. 
Extract from decision-slide from Tdoc SP-060236 (Work Plan as outcome from SA#31):
Conclusion: Decision

· TSG#31 confirms that the target for completing Release 7 Stage 2 is June 2006

· The list of features for which the Stage 2 will not completed at that time will be reported at TSG#32

From the official (draft) SA#31 meeting report (version 006): “WGs should work with the assumption that Stage 3 work has until December 2006 for completion”.

Summary of actions to SA4
· SA4 was encouraged to check the alignment and co-ordinate with the work of OMA on their MBMS work.
· SA1 and SA4 were tasked to check that the two new WIDs on IMS Multimedia Telephony Service are aligned. 
· SA4 was asked to check and report to the next TSG SA meeting whether the “End-to-End Multimedia Services Performance Metrics“ WI is needed.
