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1. Test Environments
In the draft TR for the work item “Performance Characterization of the Optimized Jitter Buffer Management over VoIP Service”, a chapter is reserved for subjective tests. 

2. Listening Only

The goal of this test is to evaluate the impact of the jitter management schemes on the speech quality when the channel is subject to jitter.  Listening quality score [4] and a properly defined delay will be used as metrics to evaluate the results.
3. Conversation

The goal of this test is to evaluate the impact of the jitter management schemes on a conversation. Conversation topic and duration are predefined. Each speech frame is tagged with a time stamp, so that the receive time can be compared with the transmit time to determine the delay. Subjective metrics, such as conversational quality score[4], and objective metrics, such as conversational delay [3],  will be used to evaluate the results.  

4. Reference

  In a reference test, the same conditions of the actual test (listening-only/conversation) apply except the jitter management scheme. Here, at the receiver a jitter buffering scheme of fixed buffer length is used instead.
