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1 Overview

While defining works after defining requirement documents for MobileDomainSMIL, OMA-BAC-MAE has analysed the adoption of W3C SMIL 2.1 Mobile Profile for SMIL for  the browser environment. OMA-BAC-MAE identified the need for maximum harmonization in existing MMS SMIL in OMA MMS 1.3. OMA-BAC-MAE identified the issues on compatibilities, possible impact on network design/management/operation, and interoperabilities. OMA-BAC-MAE socialized these issues with OMA-MWG-MMSG. OMA-MWG-MMSG recommended OMA-BAC-MAE to ask the network related issues to 3GPP/3GPP2.

OMA-BAC-MAE asks 3GPP/3GPP2 cordially understand the market needs for SMIL in the browser environment and feed any feedbacks, especially any network related issues or concerns on MMS in the light of the downloadable SMIL content.

It should be noted that specifying MobileDomainSMIL in the browser environment does not make any immediate impact on MMS SMIL specs in OMA.
2 Proposal

OMA-BAC-MAE asks for possible network-related issues if any when there emerges MobileDomainSMIL downloadable content in the browser environment which could coexist with OMA MMS environment.
3 Requested Action(s)

OMA-BAC-MAE requests 3GPP TSG-T2 and 3GPP2 TSG-X to consider and provide feedbacks on network aspects if any in co-existence of MobileDomainSMIL in the browser environment and MMS SMIL in the existing MMS environment.
