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Dear 3GPP SA4, 


JSR-287 Expert Group (EG) is pleased to see your interest in our specification work, and the EG would like to thank SA4 for initiating this communication between our groups. The group has reviewed your liaison and would like to inform you that our specification work is progressing well and as planned. The group has formally agreed to the Use cases and Requirements, and has started the work on Early Draft Review (EDR) specification which is expected to be ready within the next couple of months. The Final Specification is planned to be ready in Q2/2007.

Regarding the scope of JSR 287, (as indicated in the JSR text) the specification will be based on JSR 226 [1] specification and plans to extend the support of SVG capabilities on the Java ME platform from W3C SVG Tiny 1.1 to SVG Tiny 1.2 including the support for uDOM APIs, event management, and content update mechanisms with strict compatibility with W3C specifications in this area.

The JSR primarily focuses on the application layer and the transport level issues such as packaging and delivery of SVG based rich media content is out of scope of this JSR. It appears that there is strong overlap in the areas of content representation format and content update mechanisms between our specifications, and we would happy to be kept informed on your plans in these areas. 
JSR 287 EG has agreed to use SVGT 1.2 language for the content representation format following the W3C conformance guidelines and as far as content update mechanisms is concerned the group is strongly considering the use of REX, which is also an ongoing specification in W3C. The motivation behind using the exisitng W3C specifications is two-fold 
1) to avoid fragmentation in the market place 
2) to benefit from the existing content and application development tools.

We look forward to your cooperation. 
Actions for SA4: 

- JSR 287 EG would like to be kept informed on the state of DIMS work, particularly in the areas that are common between our specifications.
