Summary

All documents (all were CRs) presented for approval from SA4 were approved except two CRs in Tdoc SP-060600 on Technical Enhancements and Improvements for Rel-7 (TEI7) which were revised during the meeting and the revised versions were approved. The AMR Noise Suppressor (AMR-NS) algorithm "Low-Distortion AMR-NS" from NEC was endorsed by SA as meeting the recommended minimum performance requirements set in TS 26.077. 
3. 
Outcome in SA4 matters

3.1
 SA4 report  
The SA4 status report was presented by SA4 Chairman. The report is attached for information (Tdoc SP-060592). 
· IMS Multimedia Telephony (MTSI); Media Handling and Interaction (Slides 21-22): Iain Sharp (Nortel Networks) asked if the MTSI work will bring mandatory requirements or if the outcome will be optional. SA4 Chairman responded that the work may bring both depending on the specific topics and needs within the work.

· End-to-End Multimedia Services Performance Metrics (Slide 13):  Bengt-Åke Lindholm (TeliaSonera) asked if OMA has been informed of the work. SA4 Chairman responded that SA4 plans to inform the relevant groups about this SA4 work when it has progressed further. SA4 is aware that related work is ongoing in ETSI STQ and ITU-T, and plans to keep these groups informed. SA4 however is not aware of related work in OMA and, hence, has not informed them or is not planning to inform them on this work. SA4 would appreciate information if relevant work is ongoing in OMA so that also they could be kept informed.
· 3G-324M Video Telephony Call Setup Times Improvements  (Slide 14):  On the statement “MONA can be used in conjunction with WNSRP”, Hans Hauser (T-Mobile) asked if both MONA and WNSRP will be used for Video Telephony Call Setup Times Improvements and what would be the benefit of using one or both techniques. SA4 Chairman responded that the two techniques are complementary and hence useful, and gave more detailed answer when presenting the “Introduction of MONA” CR for approval (see Section 3.2).
· Dynamic and Interactive Multimedia Scenes (DIMS) (Slides 15-17):  Hans Hauser (T-Mobile) asked  how will the contentious issues in DIMS be solved and when can this be expected? SA4 Chairman responded that the foreseen completion date of the DIMS WI was still kept in December 2006 in SA4, but this is highly challenging and most likely the work will need more time to be completed. SA4 planned to bring draft TS for information to SA#33, but due to the uncompleted issues this was not possible. SA4 will continue the DIMS work at the next SA4 meeting in November with aim to solve the contentious issues. Companies are now, after SA4#40, well aware on the contentious issues and the need to find way forward, and hopefully this and off-line discussions will result in consensus at the next SA4-meeting.

Change Requests 
3.2.1 Rel-6 CRs 
CRs in Tdoc SP-060593: all approved.
CRs in Tdoc SP-060594: all approved.

CR in Tdoc SP-060596:       approved.
CRs in Tdoc SP-060597: all approved.

The TSG SA Chairman invited to strictly filter (from now on) all CRs to frozen releases (i.e. to check whether the CRs are indispensable, otherwise they should not be brought to TSG SA Plenary for approval). Also, WGs were requested to ensure that CRs are presented in the correct way to TSG SA, that is, without revisions upon revisions, following the drafting rules for hanging paragraphs without parent headings, ensuring that notes do not contain normative provisions and indicating the appropriate CR Category for the changes.
3.2.2 Rel-7 CRs

CR in Tdoc SP-060598: approved. It was commented that revisions over revisions should be avoided
CR in Tdoc SP-060599: approved. On this CR the SA4 Chairman emphasised that using both WNSRP and MONA gives improvement over using only either one of them. WNSRP and MONA complement each other; they have impact on different protocol layers. Hence, using both - and recommending the support of both - is useful. The particular statement “MONA can be used in conjunction with WNSRP” (that was pointed out during SA4 Status Report discussion) in the CR means that there is no clash between using both. However, using both also gives performance improvement over using only one of them.
CRs in Tdoc SP-060600: CR0013 to TS 26.140 was approved, CR0001 to TS 26.171 was revised into Tdoc SP-060664 (“TS”-> “TR” and category “D” -> “F”) and was then approved, CR 0093R3 to TS 26.234 was revised into Tdoc SP-060664 (revisions over revisions cleaned) and was then approved
CRs in Tdoc SP-060664: all approved.
CRs in Tdoc SP-060601: all approved.

3.3
AMR-NS endorsement
SA4 requested SA to endorse the AMR Noise Suppressor (AMR-NS) algorithm "Low-Distortion AMR-NS" from NEC as meeting the recommended minimum performance requirements set in TS 26.077. SA endorsed this. 
4.
Other issues of interest to SA4
4.1 SAE&LTE Workplan 

SA approved LS on “3GPP SAE&LTE Workplan” (in Tdoc SP‑060685) addressed to almost all 3GPP WGs. The LS asks the WGs e.g. to review the SAE&LTE (System Architecture Evolution & Long Term Evolution) workplan and provide feedback to relevant Work Item Rapporteurs and the contact person. Should dependencies on other WGs be identified, the relevant WGs should also be informed.
4.2 eCall
Tdoc SP-060480 WID on “Transferring of emergency call data – Requirements” from SA1 was discussed. it was clarified that this service is foreseen to be deployed in Europe (EC countries), not precluding the deployment in other areas/countries. It was asked that the definition of E112 should be defined in 3GPP if it is to be used. It was commented that in 3GPP only "TS12" should be used as this is the understood meaning for Emergency numbers in 3GPP. SA4 was requested to be striken off from co-responsibility of this WI as the work does not contain technical development of solutions. Tdoc SP-060480 was revised in Tdoc SP-060647 and further to Tdoc SP-060678 which was then approved.
Tdoc SP-060481 CRs to 22.101 and 22.105 for ”eCall Data Transfer” from SA1 raised several comments and questions. A related Tdoc SP-060607 “LS from SA WG4 on eCall Data Transfer” was presented by Mr. Rhys Robinson (Airbiquity) and was noted. This LS contains SA4 comments to the SA1 eCall requirements that also should be taken into account. 
The CRs in Tdoc SP-060481 were revised into Tdoc SP-060648. Several comments were given. It was asked e.g. on what “typical” means and from where the 4s value comes from in the requirements (in the CR to 22.101). Some companies expressed concerns on approving the CR to TS 22.101 since SA4 had asked SA1 for further information on the requirements and this had not yet been addressed, making the current requirements not sufficient basis for SA4 work. Also, approving the SA1 WID (Tdoc SP-060678) and the related CRs in the same SA-meeting was felt exceptional. On the other hand, approving the CRs as such and to be revised later based on further consideration got support from some other companies. As a conclusion, the CR to TS 22.105 was approved, but the CR to TS 22.101 was sent back to SA1.
4.3
Rel-7 schedule

Stage 2 for Rel-7 Features is frozen at TSG#33 (except for the exceptions listed in SP-060683, see below)
· “SA2 exceptions” (special request to complete Stage 2 in December) applies to:

· PS domain and IMS impacts for supporting IMS Emergency calls (GPRS-level and I-WLAN impacts)

· GPRS One Tunnel

· CSI Terminating Session handling

· Important CRs expected on Stage 2 of SMS IP, FBC/PCC and from the conclusion on the Study on IMS enhancements and optimisations
SA#33 decision is that the Rel-7 Freeze Date is March 2007. At SA#34, WGs should provide Foreseen Completion Dates as accurate and realistic as possible. At SA#35, SA WGs and other TSGs should bring a list of exceptions for the (stage 3) items not completed at that time.
