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1. Overall Description:

On the October 13, 2006 the SVG and WebAPI Work Groups published an updated Working Draft of the Remote Events for XML specification. Remote Events for XML (REX) is an XML grammar for representing events as they are defined in DOM 3 Events, primarily but not exclusively for purposes of transmission. It enables one endpoint to interact remotely with another endpoint holding a DOM representation by sending it DOM Events as if they had occurred directly at the same location.
The Remote Events for XML (REX) 1.0 is open for public review. The SVG and the WebAPI WGs feel this specification could be of great interest to the 3GPP TSG-SA4 WG, especially with regard to the ongoing Work Item for Dynamic and Interactive Multimedia Scenes. The SVG WG welcomes feed back from the SA4 WG.
