1 Introduction

In the MTSI adhoc #2 the Jitter buffer delay criteria objective performance was updated. This contribution provides clarification to the updated text.
2 Jitter buffer delay criteria
The objective performance metric for the jitter buffer delay criteria is a CDF threshold of the speech-frame delay computed by a “Reference delay computation algorithm”. In TS 26.114 [1] it is stated that in order to meet the performance requirements the JBM algorithm under test needs to exceed the CDF threshold for 90% of the delay values. A margin was chosen in the performance requirement to allow some flexibility to real implementation, as the objective metric was being set by a non-causal (and hence non implementable) reference jitter buffer algorithm.
In order to enable easier interpretation of the text, it is proposed to modify the text in Clause 8.2.2.2.2 as follows (the proposed modifications are indicated with change marks).

The JBM algorithm under test shall achieve lower or same delay than that set by the CDF threshold for 90% of the speech frames. The values for the CDF shall be collected for the full length of each delay and error profile. The delay measure in the critieria is measured as the time each speech frame spends in the JBM; i.e. the difference between the decoder consumption time and the arrival time of the speech frame to the JBM.

3 Conclusion
It is recommended that the above proposed modifications be accepted.
