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1 Introduction

The 3GPP SA4 group thanks you for your liaisons on your two new draft specifications, Media Event and REX.
We are pleased to inform the SVG WG that 3GPP SA4 has agreed that the upcoming DIMS specification mandates the SVGT1.2 specification, as the basic vector graphic scene representation and the Media Event draft specification.

 3GPP SA4 is also mandating some scene extensions to your specification, which are the following ones:

· Lsr:RectClip

· Lsr: fullscreen video

· Dims:fullscreen svg which is described below:
The DIMS name space defines a new attribute ‘fullscreen’ to the <svg> element to hint that the DIMS scene should be rendered on the entire screen. The attribute can take two values “true” or “false”, with false (normall rendering) being the default value. With the attribute set to true the DIMS UE should negotiate the rendering area with its parent UE and get as large part of the screen as possible for the DIMS canvas.  

The attribute is neither animatable nor inheritable.
We would like the W3C SVG WG to consider the adoption of these scene extensions as part of your specification. As some of these scene extensions are part of the MPEG4part 20 specification and therefore part of the LASeR namespace we would kindly request W3C SVG WG to coordinate with LASeR group at MPEG, in order to maintain alignment between the SVG, MPEG-LASeR and DIMS specifications.

It should be noted that the final division of the specification between 3GPP and OMA is not yet decided.
