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Introduction

The source companies had an offline session to discuss DIMS. The session ended with three proposals towards the DIMS specification. The proposals have a common base consisting of the full SVG Tiny 1.2 specification, ECMAScript, Error Resilience, fonts and a number of scene extensions.  Details are not provided in this document.  The areas in which the proposals differ are binarization/compression and the update mechanism. The purpose of this document is informative.  The companies aim at specifying DIMS along the lines of one of these options during this meeting.
Details regarding binarization and updates are outlined below.  It is worth noting that all of these choices are formed from a set of mandatory technologies (no 'should' or 'may').
Proposal 1

If the DIMS media type is supported by the client:
· XML and GZIP and LASeR binary shall be supported

· A profile of REX shall be supported
Proposal 2

If the DIMS media type is supported by the client:

· XML and GZIP shall be supported

· LASeR commands in LASeR ML format shall be supported
Proposal 3

If the DIMS media type is supported by the client:

· XML and GZIP and LASeR binary shall be supported

· DIMS updates* shall be supported.
*DIMS updates are to be defined in SA4.  These will provide basic functionality for updating DIMS scenes.
