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Introduction
This document proposes a number of updates and corrections to the DIMS specification.  These changes can be found in the attached document.  Many are editorial, such as corrections to references.  A summary of the non-trivial changes with reasoning is given below.
Summary of changes
The reference to SMIL has been updated to version 2.1.  This is the version that SVG tiny 1.2 refers to and this change corrects our statement about SVG inheriting from SMIL.

Defaults have been added to the new SVG attributes.  For example, active is true as default.
The example in 5.4.2.8 is removed as it does not follow SVG rules.  These requiredExtensions are used to check is a client supports the “required language extensions” in question – NOT what value they have.  If the extension is supported this evaluates to true.  DIMS clients are required to support this extension.

The security attributes “useFullRequestHost” and “pathcomponents” have been removed.  They currently do not add security partly because it isn’t the saving of data which defines the security level.  As it is the stream in which a restore is in which defines the “reading” level of security.  In other words, a malicious stream can read values by simply giving false security attributes.  

The timing model has been updated in an attempt to remove redundant text, and correct the formulae.  The old formulae result in incorrect behavior for, for example, streams with redundant RAPs.

The definition of Random Access Points in Secondary Streams has been updated.  The definition is now inline with that for primary streams.

The events section referred to DOM level 3 events directly.  This has now been updated to refer to the SVG specification.

The file format section has been updated to allow DIMS Units in the meta box.
The definition of the CTR is updated so that it is clear when the counter is incremented.  The text now matches the figure.  

A MIME type is defined for DIMS units.  This is for the storage of DIMS units in the meta box of a 3GP file.
Proposal

Update the DIMS specification with the changes summarized above and provided in the attached document.
