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1 Introduction

The SA4 working group is pleased to inform the ISO/IEC SC29/WG11 that the DIMS specification will be sent for approval to SA. 

However, some fixes and some dependencies to the LASeR specification remain and will be resolved during the next SA4 meeting.

Since our latest liaison, the new dependencies of DIMS to LASeR are the following:

DIMS includes the activated/deactivated events from LASeR with a modification of their definitions and defines them in the DIMS namespace. In the case, the WG11, intends to align the LASeR specification to these definitions, the DIMS specification will be change to reference the LASER namespace. DIMS also defines an active attribute. You will find their definition in the DIMS specification attached; SA4 would welcome your feedback on the modification of the events definitions.
DIMS includes a screen orientation capability. From initial contribution, based on 4 events defined in LASeR, DIMS has defined two events: landscape and portrait. We are aware of your intention to align in LASeR, the screen orientation events to the DIMS definition. The SA4 working group was not able to check the results of the alignment in a new version of the LASeR specification. The namespace for these two events is for further study in the DIMS specification and SA4 would welcome information from you on the conformance, alignment between both specifications as well as on the namespace in which the LASER specification will define these two events.
