Service classes 

MBMS user services may be provided for many purposes to the user and may convey information of various kinds. E.g. some services may be used for traffic information, others for entertainment or for news services. Service classes denote a classification of MBMS user services according to their usage. However, service classes class values are not in the scope of 3GPP standardisation but may be subject of inter-operator service arrangements.
