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Executive Summary

The ad-hoc meeting lasted for 2 days in Lannion, France. The only work item to be discussed was Requirements and Test methods for Wideband Terminals.
1. Full Report

Opening of the session: Tuesday 11th June 2008
The SQ SWG Chairman Mr. Paolo Usai (ETSI) opened the meeting and acted as secretary as well.

Mr. Stephane Ragot illustrated the meeting arrangements.

Registration of documents

The SQ Chairman proposed the document allocation.
S4-AHQ001 Comments from Nokia Corporation on proposed updates to 3GPP WB sensitivity/frequency characteristic requirements, source: NOKIA Corporation, was presented by Mr. David Isherwood.
Proposals for updating the upper and lower mask limits and the type of ear correction to be applied for HATS measurement have been made, supported by the work done by HEAD acoustics GmbH, provided as an LS to 3GPP SA4 from ETSI TC STQ.
The objectives of this contribution were to clarify the questions and concerns Nokia Corporation has about the validity and applicability of the work done by HEAD acoustics GmbH for input to 3GPP requirements, and whether the proposed updates would provide improved quality for end-users of modern mobile telecommunication devices with the range of speech services offered in the coming years.

Having described some of the practical implications of targeting a diffuse-field corrected response and concerns about the validity and applicability to typical mobile devices of the mask proposed within ETSI for VoIP and DECT devices it is Nokia’s position that further work is required to define an updated receiving response requirement for handsets.

This document was noted.

A slide presentation on the validity and applicability of the sending / receiving frequency responses / masks to typical mobile devices was made by Mr. Peter Isberg (Ericsson), using Company's available data.

A presentation of pro/cons when using the diffuse field corrected response was made by Mr. J. F. Dolidet (France Telecom) (see S4-AHQ006).

A slide presentation on the differences between 3.3 and 3.4 microphones at different values of application forces from 2 N to 18 N was made by Mr. David Isherwood (Nokia), using Company's available data.

Conclusion : Nokia’s position was still that further input was required to introduce a diffuse-field corrected response and define updated response requirements for terminals.

A compromise proposal was made to retain the DRP to ERP approach, but modify the tolerance masks (according to a slightly modified proposal than the one contained in S4-AHQ006 from France Telecom) to accommodate the possible introduction of a diffuse-field corrected response later on.
There was also agreement on the principle "to try to align as much as the narrowband and wideband test setups" to reduce the testing efforts of the conformance testing labs.
S4-AHQ002 Information on ITU-T P.79, from France Telecom was presented by Ms. Catherine Quinquis.

This document informed that during the SG12 meeting held in October 2007 at Geneva, ITU-T Recommendation P.79 has been modified in order to take into account the possibility to handle Narrow band and Wideband calls using the same terminal.

A corrigendum to ITU-T Recommendation P.79 has been approved:

· Annex G is dedicated to apply only for end-to-end Wideband transmission (100 Hz to 7 kHz) between Wideband terminals.

· Annex A describing the narrow-band Loudness Ratings is applicable for narrow-band and "dual-Mode" mixed narrow-band / wide-band end to end transmission.
This document was noted.

S4-AHQ003 Analysis of TSs 26.131/26.132 and proposal of updates from Orange SA, France Telecom, Telefon AB LM Ericsson, Nokia was presented by Mr. Stephane Ragot.
At SA4#48 discussions stated on this topic and several open points for discussion/investigation were identified. In this document some of these open points were analysed and some proposals for updating TSs 26.131 and 26.132 were made.

This document was noted as the basis for progress at this meeting.

S4-AHQ004 Responses to SQ SWG comments on the proposed update of  TSs 26.131/26.132 from Orange SA, France Telecom was presented by Mr. Stephane Ragot.
This document provided some answers to the comments collected in at SA4#48 and provided additional justifications for the "segmentation" of acoustic requirements.

Following a discussion, consensus was reached to include both a set of minimum requirements and of desired performance objectives in Draft TSs 26.131. 

At the end of first day of meeting, the revised Draft TSs 26.131 and proposal of updates was provided by the Rapporteur in S4-AHQ005, for the delegates to consider the proposed changes overnight.
Progress was made during the second day of meeting on both Draft TSs 26.131 and TSs 26.132.

End of meeting :
The list of still open points and the actual status of revised Draft TSs 26.131 and TSs 26.132 (containing the consolidated updates, so far) was agreed to be provided by the Rapporteur in S4-AHQ007, which will be circulated immediately over the reflector (deadline for comments was set at Friday 20th June 2008) before being provided as an input document to SA4#49.
