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1. Introduction
SA4 would like to thank RAN5 for their LS on RTCP bandwidth modifiers for MTSI in S4-080324 (R5-081622).
2. Answer to question
Question: RAN5 kindly asks SA WG4 to clarify whether an MTSI UE is not allowed to use 5% of the session bandwidth as the total RTCP bandwidth for MTSI, taking all the possible MTSI use cases into account.
SA4 had a significant discussion on the suitable amount of RTCP bandwidth for different media in MTSI already when preparing the specification. The conclusion was that the default 5% rule will almost always be suboptimal for the full-duplex, real-time services defined within the scope of MTSI. Either one allocate too much bandwidth for RTCP, which means that one waste resources, or one allocate too little, which gives poor performance. It was therefore also concluded that it would be much better to define RTCP bandwidths based on what is needed rather than just base it on some default percentage rule.
Therefore, SA4 chose to specify that the MTSI client must define the RTCP bandwidths in the SDP at session setup time and also to include recommendations for how to determine the needed bandwidths. It is, of course, possible that the suitable RTCP bandwidth happens to be 5% of the session bandwidth, but SA4 has decided that it must be signalled anyway.
