Introduction

This document contains a report of the main decisions with regard to SA4 matters at TSG SA#41 (held on 15 - 18 September, 2008, in Kobe, Japan). Annex A lists the documents on SA4 matters and their status (noted, approved, revised, rejected, or postponed).

Summary

SA4 brought 21 CRs (for approval) and three new TSs (for information).
· All the CRs (Tdocs SP-080468 until SP-080470, SP-080475 until SP-080477) were approved.
· The three new TSs (Tdocs SP-080471 until SP-080473) provided for information were noted.
TSG SA#41 endorsed the Leading Candidate (Candidate 3) as the in-band modem for eCall data transfer as requested by SA4. A LS to inform ETSI TC MSG about the eCall status (Cc: SA4) was approved. The eCall Host Lab Test report (Tdoc SP-080474) was noted.

Outcome of SA4 matters
3.1
SA4 report
The SA4 status report was presented by the SA4 Chairman. The report is attached for information (Tdoc SP-080467).
Questions / Comments :
Slide 21 on MTSI Video Dynamic Rate Adaptation / Signalling of Image Size : Mr. Iain Sharp (Nortel Networks) asked whether, regarding the dynamic change of codec bit rate as a function of radio conditions, there was any interaction with RAN aspects. The TSG RAN Chairman clarified that SA4 would by all means consider and take into account simulated radio conditions reflecting the agreed use cases and scenarios of relevant interest (i.e. error patterns provided by RAN WGs).
Slide 25 on TS 26.237 "IMS based PSS and MBMS User Service; Protocols” version 1.0.0 presented for information : Mr. Pierre-Jean Muller (HuaWei Technologies Co., Ltd) asked whether the work is based on architecture of Release 7 or 8. The SA4 Chairman responded that since this TS is for Release 8 he understands it to be based on Release 8 architecture. He also pointed out that the details of the IMS based PSS and MBMS User Service architecture, and also comparison to non IMS 3GPP PSS and MBMS User Service architecture, can be found in Clause 4.2 of the draft TS.
The action items from SA4 to SA#41 were reviewed: 
1. Approve the documents presented for approval (CRs to Rel-6, Rel-7 and Rel-8).
2. SA4 asked SA#41 to adopt the Leading Candidate as the in-band modem solution for eCall data transfer, based only on technical testing done to-date.
These were left to be dealt with until the related agenda items.
Tdoc SP-080467 “TSG S4 Status Report at TSG-SA#41” was noted.
3.2 Change Requests

· All CRs in Tdoc SP-080468 ‘CRs TS 26.346 on "MBMS & MBMS User Service Extensions (MBMSUSE)" (Release 6 and Release 7)’ were approved. It was questioned whether the reason for change for CR 0124 on reference correction is severe enough for a Rel-6 CR to be approved, but the CR was eventually approved.
· All CRs in Tdoc SP-080469 ‘CRs TS 26.114 on "IMS Multimedia Telephony; Media Handling and Interaction (MTSI-MHI)" (Release 7)’ were approved.
· The CR in Tdoc SP-080470 ‘CR TS 26.234 on "Fast Content Switching corrections (PSSe)" (Release 7)‘ was approved.

CRs from on-going Rel-8 work
· The CRs in Tdoc SP-080475 ‘CRs TS 26.102 and TS 26.103 and TS 26.202 on "A-interface over IP (AoIP-CSoIP)"(Release 8) ‘ were approved.
· The CR in Tdoc SP-080476 ‘CR TS 26.114 on "Enhancements to MTSI-3G-324M Interworking (MTSI_eMHI)" (Release 8) ‘ was approved.
· The CRs in Tdoc SP-080477 ‘CRs TS 26.234 and TS 26.346 on "Extending PSS and MBMS User Services for optimized Mobile TV (PSS_MBMS_OMTV)" (Release 8) ‘ were approved.

New/Revised WIDs/SIDs

eCall
Tdoc SP‑080536 Discussion on standardization of the eCall in-band modem solution, from Airbiquity, was presented by Mr. John Watson.
Airbiquity stated in the document that, just because one of the candidate solutions transmitted the data faster than the other 2, should not be the final determining factor for specifying that solution for the European eCall service. In summary,

· All 3 candidates appear to meet the 3GPP service requirements as specified in TS22.101.

· 3GPP should not reject any of the compliant candidate solutions or limit the choice in any way. The final choice cannot be simply made on the limited SA4 testing to date.

· Selection of the eCall solution must be based on both technical and commercial considerations by ETSI MSG in consultation with the primary stakeholders. This was previously highlighted in a letter from Mr. André Vits (Head of Unit) European Commission to ETSI MSG, copied to SA#37 plenary.
· Results of all 3 candidates should be presented to ETSI MSG, PSAP Expert Group, ACEA and the EU Commission.

· The 3 candidate companies must be given the opportunity to present their commercial proposals to the primary stake holders, especially the PSAP Expert Group and the ACEA, and to answer both technical and commercial questions.

Airbiquity also proposed that the second stage of the selection testing, the 5 remaining tests identified in S4-080584, shall be done on all 3 candidates to give ETSI_MSG the opportunity to evaluate all 3 candidates equally before endorsing 1 candidate.   

Comments/Questions: Mr. Heinz Polsterer (T-Mobile International AG) asked how the selection process should be done by the primary stakeholders and decision makers. Mr. Watson replied that a number of issues (including technical ones) remained to be discussed (e.g. interaction IVS/PSAP), and the opinion of stakeholders was of paramount importance.
Tdoc SP‑080564 Standardization of eCall in-band modem solution, from Qualcomm Europe, was presented by Mr. Nikolai Leung.
Qualcomm Europe pointed out that the adoption of the leading candidate as the in-band modem solution was in accordance with the agreed procedures in SA4 as documented in the SA4 Chairman’s report and in the eCall timeline document. Adoption at SA#41 was also a necessary enabler for 3GPP SA4 to continue its technical specification development on schedule – which is to deliver technical modem specifications for approval to the December, 2008 SA#42 meetings in Athens.
The reasons why the request from Airbiquity should not be acceptable to 3GPP were reviewed in this contribution, e.g., among others, that 3GPP had already incorporated input from stakeholders, that requiring additional testing of the other candidates would in fact require modification to the agreed SA4 selection procedures, that setting a precedent for procedural changes after the competition could potentially impact on 3GPP’s credibility as an industry organization.
Comments / Questions : Airbiquity observed that the selection process and the selection procedure were neither disputed nor asked to be changed by Airbiquity. Airbiquity felt the stakeholder had still to consider the proposed solution, and asked to wait until the next meeting for the final choice.
The SA Chairman pointed out that the responsibility of the decision was in the hands of 3GPP, and proposed to endorse candidate 3 (Qualcomm). The formal approval of specifications will take place at December 2008. A LS was asked to be provided to ETSI MSG illustrating the preliminary decision (and with the evaluation report attached).
Airbiquity asked directions be given to SA4 how to proceed. Ms. Sophie Aveline (SFR) asked whether the impact on core network (CT4 aspects) was still left to be thoroughly investigated (to be done during the characterisation phase). 
Conclusion : the candidate 3 (Qualcomm Europe) was endorsed by TSG SA#41 Plenary. A LS to ETSI MSG was agreed to be drafted, clarifying that the work should be completed in SA4 by the December meeting. The evaluation reports will be attached to the LS, and dates of next SA4 and SA meetings were asked to be added as well. Core network impacts were asked to be mentioned in the LS as an issue to be investigated (Tdoc SP‑080635, drafted c/o Mr. Kari Jarvinen et. al).
Tdoc SP‑080536 and Tdoc SP‑080564 were noted.
Tdoc SP‑080474 eCall Host Lab Test report (of the results obtained by each in-band modem candidate), was noted (without presentation; the main findings were pointed out already during the SA4 Status Report).
Tdoc SP‑080635 LS on selection of in-band modem for eCall data transfer (To: ETSI MSG, Cc: SA4) was approved.
3.6 
Study of enhanced voice service requirements for the Evolved Packet System (EPS)
The Feasibility Study "Study of enhanced voice service requirements for the Evolved Packet System (FS_EPS-S1)" was 45 % completed at SA#40 (in SA1). 
The scope of the FS on enhanced voice service requirements WID was discussed and clarified at the beginning of the last SA1 plenary meeting. Summary of the conclusion:
· Codecs are outside Common IMS, so EVS should not work on non 3GPP codecs. 

· Interworking with non 3GPP systems shall be guaranteed by means of requiring the appropriate transcoding functions.
· Implementation for interworking with non 3GPP codecs is outside of the current scope of 3GPP.

SA1 has progressed their part and sent LS to SA4#50.
Comments /Questions at SA#41 on the SA1 work status:
Mr. Steve Mecrow (Telefónica Europe plc) asked to clarify the summary of work status, in particular how the transcoders can be studied if Codecs are out of the scope of the Common IMS work. The SA1 Chairman clarified that the Codecs for noin-3GPP systems are outside the scope of the work, but interworking functions will be needed for Common IMS.
Mr. Armin Toepfer (Vodafone D2 GmbH) expressed the concern of Vodafone about this SI, asking to revise it asap (to include VoIP, Wideband and capacity aspects).
Mr. Howard Benn (Motorola Ltd) pointed out that the new ITU-T codec (G.718) looked quite promising in terms of increase of capacity, still keeping the same quality (evaluated in terms of MOS) of the codecs currently in use in 3GPP, and this new codec should be taken into consideration in the SI.

Other issues of interest to SA4
4.1 
On the introduction of A interface user plane over IP
During SA#40 it was decided to transform the new SA4 WID on “Media Requirements for CS over IP based User Plane (CSoIP) (UID_400039)”” (Tdoc SP-080245) from a Feature to a BB under the TSG GERAN AoIP Feature.

The TSG GERAN WIDs were updated at GERAN#39 (August 2008) meeting to align with the WI structure decided at TSG SA# 40 and to include the new TS 48.103 (BSS to MGW interface: user plane).A working assumption of a single non-negotiable 20 ms packetization time was agreed at GERAN#39 meeting.A LS was sent to SA4 (GP-081405). The stage 2 TR 43.903 will continue being updated in GERAN as work progresses.
4.2 
New WIDs of interest
Tdoc SP-080633 IMS service Centralization and continuity (SA1, SA2) was approved. For SA4, no particular task is identified. Therefore no particular SA4 BB work item is required. A general objective is to identify and implement potential stage 3 updates to the SA4 MTSI (MMTeL) and IMS based PSS and MBMS multimedia codecs and protocols specifications resulting from this work.
4.3
Liaisons of interest
IETF #72 (July 2008) had discussed two LSs from SA4 with the following conclusions (from Tdoc SP-080613 “IETF status report” by the 3GPP-IETF liaison officer):
· Image size in multimedia sessions (LS Tdoc S4-080083)

· Discussion in MMUSIC session concluded that image size should be part of SDP contents and IETF continues to work on it

· MMUSIC intends to reply to LS even though, no reference to final solution can be given yet

· RTSP extensions (LS Tdoc S4-080090)

· New draft of 2.0 has been issued with the aim of addressing all new requirements over and above version 1.0

· MMUSIC chair Joerg Ott volunteered to co-ordinate a reply to 3GPP
