	The UE needs to get the user service description information before initiating a MBMS session. In case the user service description is not available before session initiation. 
TISPAN gives a way for UE to get this kind of information, see clause 5.1.4.1 and clause 5.3.2.1 of ES 183 063.

The OIF also use the same method for Retrieving missing parameters prior to session setup, see clause 6.2.2.1 of OIF protocol specification (2008-9-29).
During initial discussion of previous meeting, concerns were raised that we should check whether SSF has included the mentioned missing parameters, i.e. the media description. In OMA-TS-BCAST_Service_Guide-V1_0-20080807-C, the media description is either provided by inline text, or point to a pointer. In later case, we may need a method for the UE to get the media descriptions.

Compared with mandating SSF to carry all the media description in line, we prefer to provide a flexible way for the UE to retrieve this information, and further propose to reuse the way defined in TISPAN and OIF.

8.3.2  Procedure for providing missing parameters before session initiation
8.3.2.1
Procedures at the UE 
If the UE does not have the all the information it needs to form an SDP offer, the UE shall send a SIP OPTIONS message.
The "Request-URI" is related to the MBMS service that the user wants to activate. The “Request-URI” shall be composed of a user and domain part as defined as follows:
· The user part contains the serviceId,
· The domain part is the Service Provider domain name, obtained from SSF.


The TO header shall contain the same URI as in the "Request-URI" parameter.
The FROM header shall indicate the public user identity of the user.
Upon reception of the 200 OK including service access information encapsulated in multipart/MIME, the UE shall initiate MBMS session as described in clause 8.3.3.

8.3.2.2
Procedures at the SCF 
When receiving the SIP OPTIONS message, the SCF shall examine the content identifier present in the user-part of the TO header and lookup the requested User Service Description information.
The SCF shall answer with the user service description information of the content delivery channel (encapsulated in multipart/MIME) as requested by the serviceId.
