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1. Overall Description:

SA4 would like update CT1 and CT4 on the current status of the eCall work.  SA4 has completed the verification of the eCall in-band modem and agreed to the 3GPP TS 26.267 and 3GPP TS 26.268 specifications.

The performance of the eCall in-band modem is dependent on the speech codec, channel type, and other network conditions as can be seen in the attached eCall selection test results (S4-090175) and the eCall verification report (S4-090055).  Note that the relevant results in the eCall selection test results are listed under candidate #3 and the relevant verification results are listed under the “improved modem” in the verification report as SA4 has agreed to standardize the improved version of the modem.
To summarize the performance results so far, the eCall in-band modem performs within the recommended 4 seconds under typical conditions.  Longer MSD transmission times have been observed for GSM HR, AMR on half rate channels, and certain combinations of jitter statistics and jitter buffer management.  It should be noted that no SA1 requirements were defined on eCall performance under these conditions.  However, SA4 feels that the eCall in-band modem solution performs satisfactorily within the scope of  the existing SA1 and SA4 defined requirements and also, to some extent, beyond the scope of these requirements. 
It is unknown whether improvements are needed for the conditions where longer MSD transmission times were observed or if the current eCall modem performance is acceptable. SA4 has however agreed that this decision cannot be taken by the group. Currently it has not been investigated whether the eCall in-band modem can, or needs to be, improved to address these non-typical adverse end-to-end transmission conditions, or if the eCall service performance might further benefit from network optimised signalling. 

Should there be a requirement to improve the eCall service performance under certain conditions SA4 would investigate improvements to the in-band modem to avoid or minimize any changes needed to the network.  This approach would be in accordance with the objectives of the eCall in-band modem effort to avoid any network changes for the eCall service deployment. 
SA4 is continuing to study the performance of the eCall modem as part of the characterization phase and has, so far, not identified the need for any changes during Release 8.
