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1. Overall Description:

Through document ISO/IEC JTC1/SC29/WG11 N10516, registered in 3GPP SA4 as document number S4-090188, MPEG has requested feedback on the frame length situation in the AAC family.
SA4 thanks MPEG for its communication and would like to provide the following feedback to MPEG in this regard:

· 3GPP has, in its specifications 3GPP TS 26.401 ff., specified the use of an audio codec referred to in 3GPP as “Enhanced aacPlus”. This codec builds on the High Efficiency AAC profile as specified in ISO/IEC 14496-3.

· 3GPP has restricted the use of the High Efficiency AAC profile to a frame length of 1024 samples only (see Section 5 of TS 26.401), i.e. the use of the 960 sample frame length is not permitted.

· 3GPP provides reference software for the Enhanced aacPlus codec. This reference software only implements the frame length of 1024 samples.

· A restriction of the High Efficiency AAC profile to only 1024 samples would not result in any problems for 3GPP or the Enhanced aacPlus codec specification
2. Actions:
SA4 would like to request that MPEG keeps SA4 informed of any actions that MPEG should choose to take in this respect. Should further information be required, SA4 is happy to respond to follow-up requests.
