Introduction

This document contains a brief immediate report of the main decisions with regard to SA4 matters at TSG SA#43 (held on 9 - 12 March, 2009, in Biarritz, France). Annex A lists the documents on SA4 matters and their status (noted, approved, revised, rejected, or postponed).

2. 
Summary

SA4 brought (for approval) 31 CRs, two new TS, six new WIDs and 1 exception sheet. In addition, SA4 brought one TS for information.
All the documents for which SA4 asked approval were approved except two CRs and one WID. Another WID was revised at SA#43 before it was approved, and reference ANSI C-code was included into the eCall ANSI-C TS before it was approved. 

CRs:

· All the CRs in Tdocs SP-090004, SP-090006, SP-090007, SP-090012, SP-090013, SP-090014, SP-090015, SP-090016, SP-090017, SP-090018 were approved. 
· About the CRs in Tdoc SP-090005 : the CR0056R2 in Release 7 and CR0057R2 in Release 8 were REJECTED, the CR0050R1 in Release 7 and CR0051R1 in Release 8 were approved.
New TSs/TRs:
· Tdoc SP-090008 TS 26.267 (2009-03) "eCall Data Transfer - In-band modem solution; General Description" (Release 8) was approved.

· Tdoc SP-090009 TS 26.268 (2009-03) "eCall Data Transfer - In-band modem solution; ANSI-C reference code" (Release 8) was updated in Tdoc SP-09201, to include the ANSI-C code and this was approved.

New WIDs/SIDs:

· Tdoc SP-090019 New SID - "Surround Sound codec extension for PSS and MBMS" was approved.

· Tdoc SP-090020 New WID on "Mobile Optimized Really Simple Syndication" was noted and was returned to SA4 to address any overlaps with work in other organisations. 
· Tdoc SP-090021 New WID on "Managing MTSI Media Adaptation" was approved.

· Tdoc SP-090022 New WID on "PSS and MBMS extensions" was approved.

· Tdoc SP-090023 New WID on "Improved Video Support for PSS and MBMS" was approved.

· Tdoc SP-090225 Revised New WID on "IMS based PSS and MBMS User Service extensions" was approved.
· SA4 were asked to consider whether their related Work Items which were approved at this meeting can be transformed as BBs under umbrella Feature(s).
Other issues:
· The 3 month exception request on eCall standardization Phase 2 in Tdoc SP-090011 was granted for completing the conformance specification TS 26.269 and progressing the characterisation report TR 26.969. (Another exception sheet is anticipated at SA#44 to complete TR 26.969 by SA#45.) 
· For MBMS for HSPA evolution, SA4 (among other WGs) were asked in LS in Tdoc SP-090232 to develop technically correct alignment CRs to relevant Rel-8 base specifications based on the SA2 CR S2-091712, and bring these CRs for conditional approval to TSG#44.

Outcome of SA4 matters
3.1
SA4 report
The SA4 status report was presented by the SA4 Chairman. The report is attached for information (Tdoc SP-090003).

Questions / Comments : 
Slide 28 (list of new WIDs) : Mr. Adrian Zoicas (3GPP Work Plan Manager) asked, for the benefit of the WP structure, to put the new WIDs dealing with MBMS and PSS aspects under a unique "umbrella Feature" WID. The SA4 Chairman reported that this had not been discussed in SA4 where these were agreed as Feature level work items, but recognised that the proposal from the WP Manager could eventually fit for the work items: PSS and MBMS extensions; Mobile Optimised Really Simple Syndication; and Improved Video Support for PSS and MBMS. Mr. Krister Sällberg (Nippon Ericsson K.K.) felt the WIDs should stay independent; in fact,  the creation of the new "umbrella feature" WID, and the consequent transformation of the WIDs into BBs, would imply the completion of all BBs to complete the "umbrella Feature", i.e. the delayed completion of one out of the BBs would automatically delay the completion of the whole feature, due to the mechanism of calculation of the % of completion of the MS Project tool adopted for the 3GPP Work Plan management. However, it was clarified that if some BBs of a Feature are not complete, this would not prevent the complete BBs being kept in a particular Release.

Conclusion : SA4 were asked to consider at their next meeting the Work Items which are eventually approved at this SA#43 Plenary meeting to be transformed as BBs under "umbrella Feature(s)". (See Section 3.4.)
Slide 28 (WIDs on MBMS) : Mr. Francois Courau (Alcatel-Lucent) informed TSG SA that TSG RAN meeting approved last week a WID on MBMS support in LTE, and asked to clarify if the same MBMS mechanism [e.g. as in HSDPA] can be used for LTE as well, or if any new mechanisms will be needed. The SA4 Chairman replied that if different MBMS mechanisms in the SA4 area are considered necessary then this should be contributed to SA4 by interested companies. It was pointed out that the latest prioritisation document should be consulted for the work on MBMS in LTE (see Tdoc SP-090211 Home-(e)NodeB and 3GPP packet access work in Release-9, which was endorsed as an accurate summary of the agreements reached). The TSG SA Chairman proposed a 3GPP-wide WID is produced as an umbrella work item for the Home(e)NodeB work. The Work Programme Manager reported that there was already a RAN WID which could be used for this (see Tdoc SP 090183). This WID umbrella was approved in Tdoc SP-090214 Umbrella WID: Support of Home NB and Home eNB enhancements.
Conclusion : in case CRs on support for LTE MBMS are needed, SA4 will take care of the necessary changes in the SA4 area to their specifications. 

LS in Tdoc SP-090232 “LS on resolution of MBMS for HSPA evolution” was later approved to be sent to SA4 (and to several other WGs) asking SA4 (and other WGs) to “develop technically correct alignment CRs to relevant Rel-8 base specifications based on the SA2 CR S2-091712, and bring these CRs for conditional approval to TSG#44”. 
Tdoc SP-090003 “TSG S4 Status Report at TSG-SA#43” was noted.
3.2 Change Requests 
3.2.1 
Maintenance CRs for Rel-6, Rel-7 and Rel-8
· All CRs in Tdoc SP-090004 ‘CRs TS 26.346 on "MBMS & MBMS User Service Extensions (MBMS-TSMBMS & MBMSUSE)" (Releases 6, 7 and 8)’ were approved.
· All CRs in Tdoc SP-090005 ‘CRs TS 26.114 on "IMS Multimedia Telephony; Media Handling and Interaction (MTSI-MHI)" (Release 7 and Release 8)’ were initially POSTPONED (Motorola questioned the note in 26.114 [CR0056R2 in Release 7 and CR0057R2 in Release 8]. (This intention of the note is to remove ambiguity on how to interpret the preference order of RTP payload formats included in the SDP offer when there are more than two RTP payload formats listed for a media line.) It was commented that this would be better handled in TS 24.229 (“Internet Protocol (IP) multimedia call control protocol based on Session Initiation Protocol (SIP) and Session Description Protocol (SDP); Stage 3”) as this TS is where one would normally look for the details. The SA4 Chairman replied that the note is useful here although a similar note may also be found useful in the protocol specification. This was left for off-line checking. Then the Note to TS 26.114 was felt redundant. CR0056R2 in Release 7 and CR0057R2 in Release 8 were REJECTED. The CR0050R1 in Release 7 and CR0051R1 in Release 8 were approved.
· All CRs in Tdoc SP-090006 ‘CRs TS 26.234 on Packet Switched Streaming Service (Enhancements) (PSSe)" (Releases 6, 7 and 8)’ were approved.
· The CR in Tdoc SP-090014 ‘CR TS 26.234 on "PSS Timeshift Corrections (PSS_MBMS_OMTV)" (Release 8)’ was approved.
· The CR in Tdoc SP-090015 ‘CR TS 26.132 on "Clarification on Distortion with psophometric filter (RETEM_WB_T)" (Release 8)’ was approved.
· The CR in Tdoc SP-090016 ‘CR TS 28.062 on "TFO - Correction of References" (Release 8)’ was approved.
3.2.2 
CRs from ongoing Rel-8 work
· The CRs in Tdoc SP-090007 ‘CRs TS 26.237 on "IMS Initiated and controlled PSS and MBMS User Services (IMS_PSS_MBMS_US)" (Release 8)‘ were approved.
· The CRs in Tdoc SP-090012 ‘CRs TS 26.114 on "Enhancements to MTSI-MHI (MTSI_eMHI)" (Release 8)‘ were approved.
· The CRs in Tdoc SP-090013 ‘CRs TS 26.114 on "MTSI Video : Dynamic Rate Adaptation / Signalling of Image size (MTSI_eMHI-DRASIS)" (Release 8)‘ were approved.
3.2.3 
CRs for Rel-9 work
· The CR in Tdoc SP-090017 ‘CR TS 26.131 on "Terminal acoustic characteristics for telephony" (Release 9)’ was approved.
· The CR in Tdoc SP-090018 ‘CR TS 26.132 on "Speech and video telephony terminal acoustic test" (Release 9)’ was approved.

3.3 
New specifications
· Tdoc SP-090008 TS 26.267 (2009-03) "eCall Data Transfer - In-band modem solution; General Description" (Release 8) V 2.0.0 was approved and placed under TSG SA change control as version 8.0.0 (Rel-8).
· Tdoc SP-090009 TS 26.268 (2009-03) "eCall Data Transfer - In-band modem solution; ANSI-C reference code" (Release 8) V 2.0.0 was presented. The ANSI-C reference code was requested to be included into SA Tdoc. Hence, the textual part of the TS and the ANSI-C reference code were provided together in Tdoc SP-090201 and this TS was approved (without presentation) and placed under TSG SA change control as version 8.0.0 (Rel-8).
· Tdoc SP-090010 TS 26.269 (2009-03) "eCall Data Transfer - In-band modem solution; Conformance testing" (Release 8) V 1.0.0 (for information) was noted. The Specification Manager commented that the references clause 2 was not in the standard format, i.e. the TS template is not correct and will be changed by the Editor of this specification. WGs were asked to review the TS and provide comments to SA4.
3.4 
New/Revised WIDs/SIDs
· Tdoc SP-090019 New SID - "Surround Sound codec extension for PSS and MBMS" was approved.

· Tdoc SP-090020 New WID on "Mobile Optimized Really Simple Syndication" was questioned by several companies including AT&T, TELEFONICA, Qualcomm, Alcatel-Lucent who were concerned because of related work in OMA was started already since 2006, and many objectives of the WID were felt overlapping with OMA work. Ericsson commented that this Work Item was intended for 3GPP aspects only and should not have an overlap and should provide optimisations which will be of benefit to 3GPP. SA4 was asked to clarify the objectives and assure no overlap would occur with work in OMA or other Organizations. (SA4#53 will be receiving a LS from Content Delivery WG of the OMA.) The WID was noted and was returned to SA4 to address any overlaps with work in other organisations.
· Tdoc SP-090021 New WID on "Managing MTSI Media Adaptation" was approved.

· Tdoc SP-090022 New WID on "PSS and MBMS extensions" was approved.

· Tdoc SP-090023 New WID on "Improved Video Support for PSS and MBMS" was approved.

· Tdoc SP-090024 New WID on "IMS based PSS and MBMS User Service extensions" was commented by Qualcomm, NSN and Alcatel-Lucent that a verification on the impact on architecture and services would be appropriate. Alcatel-Lucent asked also 1) that use cases be clearly identified and 2) whether blending services and "presence" in particular would be defined (negative, as just 'enablers' will be provided by SA4 for service blending). TELEFONICA observed that OMA Messaging WG had work in common, which should be taken into account. The SA4 Chairman clarified that the relevant WGs would by all means be kept informed (via LSs). The WID was revised in Tdoc SP-090225 to take into account the comments received. Tdoc SP-090225 Revised New WID on "IMS based PSS and MBMS User Service extensions" was approved.

A general comment was made by NSN and TELEFONICA on all WIDs proposed by SA4, i.e.  that consideration should always be given to need for Stage 1 and Stage 2 work and Work Items, before new Stage 3 WIDs are proposed. 

It was reminded by the Work Plan Manager that the above SA4 WIDs should be considered by SA4 as to whether they can be placed under an "umbrella Feature Work Item" for management purposes. The following Action Point to SA4 was set​: 
AP 43/3:
SA WG4 were asked to consider whether their related Work Items which were approved at this meeting can be transformed as BBs under umbrella Feature(s).

3.5 eCall data transfer: exception sheet, LS from European Commission
The exception sheet in Tdoc SP-090011 (with 3 month exception asked for completing the conformance specification TS 26.269) was presented. This exception request was granted. Another exception sheet is anticipated at SA#44 to complete TR 26.969 by SA#45.
Tdoc SP-090167 LS from European Commission: eCall Standardisation was received. (This LS emphasizing the importance of prompt completion of the eCall standardisation work was received for information at SA4#52 in Tdoc S4-090064 and was noted there.)
Discussion and conclusion:

The TSG SA Chairman proposed responding to this to inform the European Commission that the core eCall work had been completed and TSs 26.267 and 26.268 had been approved at this meeting. It was suggested to write back to the ETSI Director General, who was the recipient of the correspondence. This was agreed and ETSI MSG and SA4 were copied in the response.
The SA4 Chairman drafted the reply in Tdoc SP-090202 LS on eCall data transfer which was approved.

Other issues of interest to SA4
4.1 
TS 21.201 ("TSs and TRs relating to an EPS based 3GPP system")

TS 21.201 "Technical Specifications and Technical Reports relating to an Evolved Packet System (EPS) based 3GPP system" (Rel-8) was approved. The scope of the TS was updated at SA#43 to become: 

The present document identifies the 3GPP Technical Specifications and Technical Reports required to build a system based on the Evolved Packet System / LTE / E‑UTRAN radio technology. It lists only elements peculiar to EPS / LTE, and does not mention other Specifications which might be needed but which are not specific to EPS / LTE functionality.

Release 8 schedule
Release 8 was declared frozen at SA#42. SA4 work on eCall Phase 2 is the only SA work item for Release 8 still open (with 3 months exception granted for completing the conformance specification TS 26.269).
