13 Inter UE Session Transfer
Inter UE Session transfer is used for the transfer of an ongoing PSS session from one UE (UE-1) to another UE (UE-2). The entire session is transferred. It includes the session control as well as the media flows. 
UE-1 and UE-2 are under the same user subscription and are served by the same SCF. 
Inter UE Session transfer follows the general Inter UE session transfer procedures as defined in [t1].
NOTE :
Functionality of SCC AS [t1] for Inter UE transfer is implemented by the SCF.
NOTE :
Access Leg is the call control leg between the UE and the SCF. Remote Leg is the call control leg between the SCF and the PSS server.
In the push mode, the session transfer is initiated from UE-1.
In the pull mode, the session transfer is initiated from UE-2.
13.1 Push mode
UE-1 is involved in an IMS session with the PSS server. The information flow in Figure X shows the transfer of the entire session from UE-1 to UE-2. 
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Figure X: Inter UE transfer for push mode
1.
UE-1 sends an IUT media and service control transfer request to the SCF to transfer the session including the media flow from UE-1 to UE-2. The IUT media and service control transfer request shall include enough information for the SCF to:

-
identify the transferred session;

-
identify the target of the transferred session is UE-2;

-
identify access leg of UE-1 to be transferred to UE-2.

2.
The SCF initiates the media session setup procedure with UE-2 for the media flow and updates the PSS Server.

3.
The SCF releases the session with UE-1.

When the above transfer is completed the SCF retains the service state (e.g. media flows status) of UE-2, and the UE-2 now has the control of the IMS session.
