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1. Discussion
According IMS-based PSS and MBMS, telecom operators can provide blend services like presence, bookmark and UGC with streaming. IMS-based user services are nowadays increasingly coming to be accepted by operators and their customers.
In order to ensure more development opportunities for IMS-based PSS & MBMS user services, operators would encourage not only mobile handset but other kinds of terminals like notebook,  netbook,  PDA , PC even M2M devices to access IMS user services.
Operator can not install UICC(SIM/USIM) into every terminals mentioned above for some reasons such as shortage of numbering resources. So, the telecom operators need UICC-less security mechanism to provide service protection. 
TS26.237, the spec of IMS-based PSS and MBMS user services, have defined some user services an d GBA-based security mechanism for access applications. However GBA is currently a  UICC-based mechanism, can not support UICC-less terminals mentioned above.  
2. Proposal
We propose to introduce UICC-less security mechanism into TS26.237 for release 10.
