	Reason for change:
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	For a PSTN originated call, there are no signaling indications indicating that Global Text Telephony (GTT) will be used for a call, but text will be transferred via an inband modem within speech (see ITU-T V.18). The vast majority of PSTN terminals do not support GTT. For a PSTN GTT call, it is assumed that the calling party knows in advance that the peer supports GTT.
However, to enable MTSI-compliant real time text, suitable media need to be negotiated within SIP/SDP.

When a PSTN-originated call is transformed at an MGCF to an MTSI session setup, offering real time text media in addition to speech would convey the semantics that the CS user desires to use text media, which is incorrect for the majority of calls.

	An MTSI client configured to use global text telephony (GTT), e.g. because the MTSI client is used by a deaf or hearing-impaired person or a person wanting to communicate with such an impaired person, should accept an INVITE for a SIP dialogue that contains an SDP offer for speech media only, and should then send a new SDP offer (e.g. in a SIP UPDATE request during call establishment) adding media for real time text conversation.

	MTSI client will not support GTT for PSTN-originated calls.

Text

An MTSI client should offer AVP for all media streams containing text. Only in cases where there is an explicit demand for the AVPF RTCP reporting timing or feedback messages AVPF shall be used. If AVPF is offered then RTP profile negotiation shall be done as described in clause 6.2.1a.

Examples of SDP offers for text can be found in clause A.5.

An MTSI client configured to automatically enable global text telephony (GTT), e.g. because the MTSI client is used by a deaf or hearing-impaired person or a person wanting to communicate with such an impaired person, shall accept an initial INVITE request for a SIP dialogue if the SDP offer does not include real time text media. It shall then send a new SDP offer (e.g. in a SIP UPDATE request during call establishment) adding text media for real time text conversation.
NOTE 1:
As one example, incoming calls from a PSTN interworked by an MGCF will not contain media for real time text conversation in the initial SDP offer. The new offer adding media for real time text conversation enables the transport of real time text towards the MTSI client.
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
