Justification *

Evolved radio access technologies (HSPA & LTE) provide higher data rates, which allow the provision of services with higher quality. Mobile terminals shipped nowadays are compatible with several access technologies and equipped with larger screens and higher screen resolutions.

The evolution of access technologies and screen sizes is likely to continue in the future and the investigated solution(s) will take into account these and future developments, e.g. through the co-existence of several UE generations inside the same network.

Use cases and solutions proposed for advanced UE require further analysis of performance.

extension to stereoscopic video

Based on the work done and ongoing on classic 2D video further use cases and solutions for stereoscopic video for the PSS, MBMS and HTTP Streaming and Download (HSD) services will be investigated and evaluated. 

The work involves:

· Identify use cases that require support stereoscopic video

· Evaluate options to support the use cases on advanced UEs

· Identifying deployment scenarios of stereoscopic video (e.g. H.264 Multi View Coding) and evaluating solutions to implement those use cases

· Based on the outcome of the evaluations, recommend the adoption and deployment of selected video coding solutions.

· Guideline the usage and deployment of the solutions for the identified use cases.
