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1. Introduction

At SA4#47 it was agreed to re-run Experiment 5 of the Study Item on Surround Sound after the request made by Orange [1]. Based on this decision, new conditions were processed for Experiment 5 in the interim period between SA4#57 and SA4#58. These new conditions were provided to two test labs: France Telecom and Huawei.
The objective of this contribution is to provide information on the processing of these new conditions. 
2. On the schedule of Experiment 5 host lab
No schedule was agreed at SA4#57 to organize the 'repeated' Experiment 5 and its analysis by the GAL. Still the following milestones can be reported:
· Orange prepared after SA4#57 the new processed files which are described in Section 3 of the present contribution
· These new conditions were provided to the France Telecom test lab in Week 11 (March 15) 
· These new conditions were provided to the Huawei test lab in Week 12 (March 26).

3. Description of host lab of Experiment 5
The evaluated conditions for Experiment 5 – let alone the stereo reference and mono anchor - are listed in the test plan [2]:

The related processed sequences provided to the France Telecom and Huawei test labs are described below:

· Condition 2 (HRTF A) is the KEMAR set of HRTFs that is already described in the test plan [2, see reference 9]. The HRTFs were taken from the compact measurement at the angles (+-30,0,+-110°) with elevation 0°.
· Condition 3 (HRTF B) is a set of measured HRTFs measured from a human subject using a high-quality surround sound set up in an anechoic room
· Condition 4 (HRTF C) is a set of HRTFs derived from measured HRTFs with some additional tuning.

· Condition 5 (HRTF D) is a set of measured HRTFs (or BRIRs), measured on a (human) subject using a high-quality surround sound set up in a dedicated listening room, with a reverberation tail that has been lowered by 10 dB. This was done in order to get a reverberation level much closer to the stereo downmix reference condition (which has no reverberation).
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
