Summary

· All the documents for which SA4 asked SA approval (consisting of CRs to Rel-7, Rel-8 and Rel-9, and of three new WIDs) were approved except:
· CR to TS 26.234-0169 rev 2 'Essential Corrections to 3GPP Adaptive HTTP Streaming’  (Release 9) in Tdoc SP-100302 which was revised to correct editorial mistakes in the XML schema for Media Presentation Description and the revised version (Rev.3) in Tdoc SP-100375 was approved. Tdoc SP-100302 was noted.

Outcome in SA4 matters 
3.1
SA4 Status Report

The SA4 status report, from SA4 Chairman, in Tdoc SP-100295 was presented for information. 

Questions and comments: 
Slides 17 and 18:
Iain Sharp (GENBAND) asked, referring to ‘Enabling Coder Selection and Rate Adaptation for UTRAN and E-UTRAN for Load Adaptive Applications’ (Slide 18), if such work on codec rate adaptation is ongoing for HTTP streaming (Slide 17). SA4 Chairman responded that no such codec rate adaptation work is ongoing for HTTP streaming, and asked why such would be needed, and further explained that contributions on HTTP streaming enhancements may be brought for the ongoing Rel-10 HTTP streaming work. (Note: This was further discussed off-line, where SA4 Chairman explained the ‘Representation’ feature of Rel-9 HTTP streaming that may be used for selecting from alternative choices of the media content, typically differing by the encoding choice e.g. by bitrate, resolution, language, codec etc.) 
Tdoc SP-100295 was then noted.
3.2 Maintenance (CRs to completed Rel-9 features or to features in earlier releases) 
· Tdoc SP-100296

CRs to TS 26.114 on 'Media handling and interaction in MTSI (MTSI-MHI)' (Releases 7, 8 and 9) were approved.
· Tdoc SP-100297

CRs to TS 26.267 and TS 26.268 on '(Edata) - eCall Data Transfer (eCall_Phase2)' (Release 8 and Release 9). Heiko Kruse (SAGEM ORGA GMBH) asked if the CRs on “Detector for handling PCM sample inversion in network” are justified as the inversion has been observed only in one particular PLMN. The SA4 Chairman responded that even though this has been observed only in one PLMN, this is a real observed case in live networks that may happen and should therefore be handled. Also the SA Chairman supported approving these CRs and pointed out that we should take actions to improve the reliability of eCall. All the CRs in Tdoc SP-100297 were then approved.

CRs to TS 26.346 on 'Extending PSS and MBMS User Services for optimized Mobile TV (PSS_MBMS_OMTV)' (Release 8 and Release 9) were approved.

CRs to TS 26.237 on 'IMS based PSS and MBMS User Service extensions (IMS_PSS_MBMS_US_EXT)' (Release 9) were approved.
· Tdoc SP-100300

CR to TS 26.114 on 'Managing MTSI Media Adaptation (M3A)' (Release 9) was approved.
· Tdoc SP-100301

CRs to TS 26.234 and TS 26.244 on 'PSS and MBMS Aspects - MBS extensions (PMA-MBS_Ext)' (Release 9) were approved.
· Tdoc SP-100302

CR to TS 26.234-0169 rev 2 'Essential Corrections to 3GPP Adaptive HTTP Streaming (PMA-MBS_Ext)' (Release 9) was revised to correct editorial mistakes in the XML schema for Media Presentation Description. The revised version (Rev.3) in Tdoc SP-100375 was approved. A background document in Tdoc SP-100374 giving justification for the revisions was noted. Tdoc SP-100302 was noted. 
· Tdoc SP-100303

CRs to TS 26.234 and TS 26.346 on 'Addition of Timed Graphics to PSS and MBMS (TG)' (Release 9) were approved.
3.3 New WIDs
· Tdoc SP-100304
Proposed New WID on 'Study on Improved Video Coding Support' (IVCS) was approved. 
· Tdoc SP-100305
Proposed New WID on 'PSS and MBMS enhancements' (MBS_ENH). Kevin Holley (TELEFONICA S.A.) felt the use of “enhancements” should be avoided in WID title since it could lead into ‘enhancements over enhancements’ in the next releases. SA4 Chairman agreed that it might be good to have a more descriptive word in the title than ‘enhancements’, but explained that the WID targets for various enhancements that are detailed in the WID objectives and for which a common description other than ‘enhancements’ was not found. Iain Sharp (GENBAND) felt ‘enhancements’ to be appropriate here since the WID targets are enhancements. Tdoc SP-100305 was then approved.
· Tdoc SP-100306
Proposed New WID on 'Enhancements and Addition of Audio Tests to 26.131 and 26.132' (EAAT) was approved.

Other issues of interest to SA4

4.1  LS from Open IPTV Forum
LS from Open IPTV Forum in Tdoc SP-10024 was presented by SA4 Chairman. He also explained that SA4 had received the LS at SA4#58 and had already responded to it. In the LS, OIPF requests SA4 to review and comment on their draft OIPF HTTP Adaptive Streaming (HAS) specification and to consider whether the additional features specified by OIPF could be included in upcoming relevant work in SA4. Because the HAS specification was received very late in the SA4#58 meeting, SA4 was not able to review it yet. SA4 informed OIPF about the agreed corrections for 3GPP Rel-9 Adaptive HTTP Streaming, attached the SA4-agreed CRs for information, and also explained that the technical work on 3GPP Rel-10 HTTP-based Streaming and Download is only now starting. At SA#48, there was also a question on when OIPF plans to finalise their specification, but none was able to clarify this. Tdoc SP-10024 was then noted.
4.2 Coder Selection and Rate Adaptation for UTRAN and E-UTRAN for Load Adaptive Applications
TR phase in SA2 is now finished, and TR 23.860 and a first batch of normative CRs were for approval at SA#48. The CRs cover support for MBR>GBR aspects, and basic ECN aspects for eUTRAN. 

· TR 23.860 v2.0.0: Enabling Coder Selection and Rate Adaptation for UTRAN and E-UTRAN for Load Adaptive Applications; Stage 2 (Release 10)  in Tdoc SP-100358 was approved.
· 3 CRs to 23.203, 23.401 (ECSRA_LAA, Rel 10) in Tdoc SP-100337 were approved.

Full completion of SA2 work is expected by September 2010.
4.3 
Rel-10 progress and target dates
· Stage 1 was completed in March 2010. The two Stage 1 exceptions (UDC Data Model, Access Control for CSFB) were completed in June 2010 (at SA#48).
· Rel-10 freezing target dates remained unchanged: Stage 2 at September 2010, and Stage 3 at March 2011.
