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1. Introduction

3GPP SA4 has defined the use of H.264/MPEG-4 AVC High Profile in PSS, but without the support of interlace tools.  This was a result of the Release 9 work item on Improved Video Support for PSS and MBMS.

We have a precedence documented in a Liaison contact with MPEG in the past (e.g. in [1] regarding our constraints to the Baseline Profile) where it was made clear to 3GPP SA4 that MPEG requests information on this type of work.  

Explicitly, MPEG states the following:

"As the ISO/IEC working group in charge of the AVC specification, WG 11 considers it our mission to specify the profiles of the standard that are to be the mandatory configurations of syntax constraints and associated decoding capabilities that are appropriate for use in important applications.  It is clear that interoperability could be harmed if there is a proliferation of customized variations relative to what has been specified as the profiles defined in the AVC standard itself."

and further, regarding if such a similar situation should arise in the future:

"Moreover, we wish to express our strongly-held view that if such issues arise in the future in relation to the profiling of standards within the purview of WG 11, the application requirements and supporting justification information should be communicated to WG 11 so that we can serve as the coordinating body that specifies the profiles that are to be used by industry. Such communication is necessary to achieve maximum interoperability among products that implement WG 11 standards and to ensure a smooth handling of other issues."
2. Proposal

We believe that the usage of the H.264/MPEG-4 AVC High Profile as specified in TS26.234 is exactly falling in the type of work mentioned by MPEG. Therefore, we propose to inform MPEG on our adoption of AVC High Profile, with the exception of the interlace features.  A draft LS is attached.
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
