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1 Background

The ETSI Technical Committee MCD (Media Content Distribution) invited representatives from 3GPP SA4 for a half-day workshop on June 8, 2010, so as to gather representatives from key organizations working in the area of Adaptive HTTP Streaming. ETSI MCD considers audiovisual content being increasingly distributed over unmanaged IP networks such as the Internet, where quality of service for the delivery of audiovisual content cannot guaranteed. A number of standards development organizations have started collecting use cases, requirements or have started to provide specifications so as to provide solutions. It turns out that adaptive streaming plays a central role.

As 3GPP was not able to officially contribute to this workshop due to the short notice, the Rapporteur of the Rel-10 work item on HTTP-based streaming and download (HSD) provided a company contribution summarizing the 3GPP Adaptive HTTP Streaming solution. The presentation had been cross-checked and endorsed by several contributors to the 3GPP efforts. The presentation, available as ETSI MCD(10)0035r1, is attached to this contribution. In addition, the LS should include a request to provide information on any activity in this area to 3GPP. It is propose to send out a Liaison statement to
