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1. Introduction

The bitstreamSwitchingFlag is a period-level attribute. The semantics is as follows: When True, indicates that the result of the splicing on a bitstream level of any two time-sequential Media Segments within a Period from any two different Representations containing the same media types complies to the Media Segment format.

There have been different understandings on the semantics from different parties. Thus, a discussion is needed to have a common understanding and a clearer semantics.

2. Discussion

The following related questions should be discussed: 
1) What exactly does it mean by "splicing on a bitstream level"?

2) What implications does the semantics imply when the flag is set to true?

a) Is it possible to have different video alternatives of different codecs (i.e. video profiles) in one media presentation?

b) Is it possible to have different video alternatives of the same codec but different video levels (e.g. AVC Constrained Baseline Profile Level 3.0 and Level 1.2)?

c) Is it possible to have different video alternatives of the same codec, the same video level, but using different sets of parameter sets when the codec is AVC Constrained Baseline Profile?

d) Is it required that the same track_ID must be used for different video alternatives?

e) Are the implications different when common initialisation segment or separate initialisation segments are in use?

3) A side question: When common initialisation segment is used, is it allowed/needed to use the same track_ID for all movie fragments of all alternatives of the same media type?
3. Proposal
We propose that the above questions are discussed, and, once a common understanding is reached, the semantics of bitstreamSwitchingFlag is clarified, with the purpose of the flag and implications when the flag is set to true being included. 
If agreed, we will prepare a CR for required changes during the meeting.
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
