1 Use Cases
1)  A service provider would like to prevent badly behaving clients from accessing segments before these segments were intended to becoming publicly available.
2)  An MPD is large (for example, many representations are offered to support clients operating on channels with a wide range of bandwidths and channel conditions and obfuscated playlists are used). The minimumUpdatePeriod has been set to something on the order of 10 seconds to enable finding out the location of the latest segment so that the client is not too far behind live encoding. For this use case the MPD is significant to initially download and a significant proportion of the bandwidth of the service can be spent transferring the MPD every 10 seconds and the vast majority of the MPD is unchanged at each update.
